1.1 Installing/ Removing the battery

Installing the battery
1. With the top of battery (the terminal with pole) facing up toward
the contacting points in the battery compartment, press the
bottom of battery slightly until it enters into place;
2. Slide battery cover forward along the side slot until it clicks into
place.
Removing the battery
1. Long press Power key to switch the phone off;
2. Slide downward the battery cover;
3. Use your nail to lightly lift the battery away.

1.2 Charging the battery

Your phone is powered by a rechargeable battery. When the battery
is weak, the battery sensor informs you. At this time, you need
charge the battery. When the battery becomes too weak for the
phone to operate, it switches off automatically.

1. Open the cover of the multifunction jack on the
bottom of the device.

2. Plug the small end of the travel adapter into the
multifunction jack.

3. Plug the large end of the travel adapter into a power
outlet.

4. When the battery is fully charged, unplug the travel
adapter from the power outlet.

5. Unplug the travel adapter from the device.

6. Close the cover to the multifunction jack.

Note:

» During charging, the phone can operate as usual. But the
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charging time increases.

» Use only approved chargers and cables. Unauthorized
chargers or cables can cause batteries to explode or damage
your device.

» While the device is charging, the touch screen may not
function due to an unstable power supply. If this happens,
disconnect the charger from the device.

1.3 T-Flash card use

This mobile supports the T-Flash card feature. Make sure that the
T-Flash card has already inserted into mobile.

Make contacting points downwards. Ensure the angled corner is
positioned correctly and slide the card into the carrier;

1.4 |Inserting/Removing the SIM card

When you subscribe to a cellular service, you will receive a

Subscriber Identity Module (SIM) card with subscription details,

such as your personal identification number (PIN) and optional

services.

Contacting points downwards. Ensure the angled corner is

positioned correctly and slide the card into the carrier;

Note:

» Be careful when handling, inserting or removing the SIM card,
friction or bending may damage SIM card.

» If left unused, keep SIM card out of the reach of small children.
» Keep SIM card away from static, dusty and water.

1.5 Power On or Off

Make sure the battery is already inserted:
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Power On: Press and hold the Power key to turn on the phone.

After power on, the phone searches for your network automatically.

Some SIM card is protected by the PIN number, if you are asker for

inputting the PIN number, please enter it.

Power Off: Press and hold the Power key until the power-off image

display.

Note:

> PIN is provided by your service provider. If the PIN is
entered incorrectly three times, the SIM card is barred.

> If the phone asks for an unlock code when switched on,
enter the unlock code.

2.2 Keys specification

Keys Specification
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Home While on any application or screen, press to return to
the Home screen.

Press and hold to open the recent applications
window.

Menu Press to open a list of actions that you can do on the
current screen or dialog box.

Back Press to go back to the previous screen, or to close a
dialog box, menu, or the notifications panel.

Volume Press upwards or downwards to increase or decrease
the volume. Slide down the key fully to enter vibrate
mode.

Power Long press to power on the mobile.

While not on a call, press and hold to open the phone
options menu that allows you to turn off or switch your
device to silent or airplane mode.

Press to lock the screen.

2.3 Use the touch screen

Your device’s touch screen lets you easily select items or perform
functions. Learn basic actions to use the touch screen.

1. To avoid scratching the touch screen, do not use sharp tools.

2.Do not allow the touch screen to come into contact with other
electrical devices. Electrostatic discharges can cause the
touch screen to malfunction.

3. Do not allow the touch screen to come into contact with water.
The touch screen may malfunction in humid conditions or
when exposed to water.

A quick and easy way to interact with the Home screen and the
whole interface of your device is by touch. Basically, the following
are the types of actions, called finger gestures, which you would do
when interacting with your device:
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Touch: When you want to select items such as icons and options
or press on-screen buttons, simply touch them with your finger.
Apply some pressure with your finger pad when touching them on
the screen.

Slide: To slide means to drag your finger vertically or horizontally
across the screen.

Touch and hold: Touch an item and hold it for more than 2
seconds to open a pop-up option list.

Drag: Touch and hold your finger with some pressure before you
start to drag. When the item magnifies and the device vibrates,
drag your finger to any part of the screen to move the item, or drag
to the Trash button to delete the item. While dragging, do not
release your finger until you have reached the target position.
Double touch: Touch twice quickly with your finger to zoom in or
out while viewing photos or web pages.

2.4 Lock or unlock the screen

2.1.1.Lock the screen
1. To lock, press Power key.
2.To save battery power, the device automatically turns off the
screen and locked when you leave it idle after a certain period
of time.
2.1.2.Rotate the screen
The phone can detect direction by a built-in motion sensor. If you
rotate the phone, the screen interface will be rotated with mobile
phones automatically.
2.1.3.Unlock the screen
1. Press the Power key to awake the screen.
2. Touch and drag the screen from bottom to top.
3. You can choose the type of Screen Unlock you want to use,
from Pattern, PIN or Password. For more information, refer to
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“Settings-Security-Set up screen lock”.
2.5 Home Screen

The idle screen has 5 panels, slide left or right to view the panels.
There are 5 shortcut functions in the bottom of idle screen: Callﬁ,
Messaging , Applicationﬁ , Browser  and Email
2.1.4.Add items to the idle screen
You can customize the Home screen by adding shortcuts to
applications, widgets, folders, wallpapers, video wallpaper or
theme.
To add items to the Home screen:
1.In idle screen, press Menu key and select “Add”. Or touch and
hold the screen.
2. Select the item:
Shortcuts: Add shortcuts to items, such as
applications, bookmarks, and contacts.
Widgets: Add widgets, such as the analogue
clock, calendar, and music player.
Folders: Create a new folder or add folders for
your contacts.
Wallpapers: Set a background image.
[ ] Video Wallpapers: Set a video by default, in SD
card or recording as wallpaper.
2.1.5.Move items on the Home screen
1. Touch and hold an item to activate move mode.
2.Drag the item to the location you want when the item is
magnified.
2.1.6.Remove items from the Home screen
1. Touch and hold an item to remove. The item is magnified.
2. Drag the item to the trash tab.
3. When the item and the trash tab turns red, release the item.
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2.1.7.Adding Shortcuts from Applications

1. Touch Applicationsﬁ .

2. Touch and hold on an application icon.

3. Navigate to a Home screen panel. Release the Shortcut icon.
2.1.8. Notification Panel
The Notification Panel shows information about connections,
messages, and other items.
To display the Notification Panel, touch the indicator icons area on
the top of the screen and drag your finger downward to open the
notification panel. To hide the panel, touch the bottom frame and
drag your finger upward. In the list, you can access notifications,
such as messages, calls, events or processing status. You can also
check current status of Wi-Fi, Bluetooth, GPS, Data connection and
Airplane mode, and switch the status. Slide left or right to set the
screen and current profile mode.

2. Select the time zone, set the time and date and change other
options.
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2.1.11. Set SIM card information
1.In idle mode, touchﬁ, select “Settings-SIM management-SIM
Information”.
2. Touch the SIM card, edit SIM name, phone number, set SIM
background color and display numbers.
2.1.12. Set your ringtone
User can set the incoming call ringtone by default, or take the
music in phone or SD card as ringtone.
1. In idle mode, touchﬁ, select “Settings-Audio profiles”.
2. Touch the profile you need, such as “General”.
3. Touch “Voice call ringtone”, touch the ringtone to listen, touch
“OK”.
If user wants to take the music in phone or SD card as ringtone, in
idle mode, touchﬁ, select “Music”, touch and hold one music file,
shows the option list, touch “Use as phone ringtone”.

3.1 Key functions for Input Mode

User can enter text by selecting characters on the virtual keyboard.
Touch and hold the blank text input field and select “Input method”,
select the input method. User also can touchl, select “Settings-
Language & keyboard” to set the corresponding parameters.

The keys of Android input method are shown as below:

5. Select Paste to insert the text into the field.

4——Calling

In any dialing interface, user can touch
the tab at the bottom to switch function
of Phone, Call log, Contacts and
Favorites.

4.1 Making a Call

1.In idle mode, touchﬁ, show the
dialing interface.
2.Enter an area code and a phone
number. Touchl®® to erase a wrong
number. Touch and holdl4® to erase the
entire number. Touch and hold 0 key
until character “+" appears, and
then you can dial an international
number. Touch and hold 1 key to enter voice mail.
3. Touchh¥, dialing the number.
4.1f you are using a SIM card that supports the 3G function,
touchl, dialing the video call.
5. Touch[ﬁ, save the number to Contacts.
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6. During the call, touch “End” to end the call.
Note: You can also touch Call log, Contacts and Favorites to
quickly dialing.

4.2 Emergency Call

Only in GSM system coverage, you can make an emergency call,
even though the phone is locked, without SIM card, or cannot enroll
to the system.

This phone, like any wireless phone, operates using radio signals,
wireless, and landline networks as well as user programmed
functions, which cannot guarantee connection in all conditions.
Therefore, you should never rely solely on any wireless phone for
essential communications like medical emergencies. Check with
local service providers to make an emergency call.

4.3 Answering a Call

When somebody calls you, the phone rings, and displays the
incoming call area. If the caller can be identified, the caller’s phone
number (or name if stored in your phonebook) is displayed.
1.1f the screen is locked, when a call is coming, drag right to
answer the call, drag left to reject.
2.1f the screen is unlocked, when a call is coming, answer the
call by touch “Answer”. Touch “Reject” to end.
3. When the phone is ringing, press the Volume key to mute the
ringtone.
4. To end the call, select “End”.
Note : The speaker sound volume maybe loud, so please not
use the speaker beside ear.
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5—=Call Logs

You can view all calls, dialing calls,
received calls and missed calls.

1.1n idle mode, touchBE, select “Call
logs”.

2. Touch®, select SIM card.

3. Touch “All” view all logs, touch ==
view dialing calls, touch =¥ view
received calls and touch ™ view
missed calls.

4. Touch a log to dial the number.

5. Select a log, touch ® at right side,
and view the details. From the
detail view, you can dial the
number, send message to the
number or add the number to the

phonebook.
6.1n any log list interface, press Menu key to delete log or set
speed dial.
6—Contacts

This feature allows you to store phone numbers and their
corresponding names in the memory of your SIM card and phone’s
memories. In idle mode, touchﬁ, select “Contacts”, touch “All
contacts”, select group or SIM card, touch to search contact,
touch & to add new contact.

Search

Enter the contact information you want to search. As you enter
information, matching contacts will appear on the screen.

Adding a Contact
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1. Select “New contact”, and select save contact to phone or SIM
card, then the new contact window appears.
2.Touch each field to enter the contact information with the on-
screen keyboard.
3.Select “Save” to save the contact. Select “Revert”, back to
contact list.
Note : If add new entry to SIM card, there only need input hame
and number.
Delete contact
Tick at the numbers you want to delete.
Groups
By creating groups of contacts, you can manage multiple contacts
and send messages or email to an entire group. There are 5 default
groups, you can touch to add members. Start by creating a group.
1. Touch “Add group”, input group name.
2. Touch “Add members”, tick off the contacts, touch “Save” and
back to member list.
3. Select “Save”.
Note @ Contacts which saved in SIM card cannot use group
function.

#+—Messaging

Learn to create and send text (SMS) or multimedia (MMS)
messages, and view or manage messages you have sent or
received.

7.1 Send message
1. In idle mode, touchﬁ, select “Messaging”.
2. Touch “Compose new message”.

3.1n the “To” field, enter the recipient’s phone number. Touch -
to select from Contacts.
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4. Type your message in the “Type to compose” field.

5. To send MMS message, press Menu key, touch “Add subject”,
“Attach” to insert pictures, videos, audio and so on.

6. Select the SIM card to send message.

7.2 Managing Messages

When you send and receive messages from a contact, these
messages are grouped as a message thread. A message thread
looks like an exchanged conversation.

8—Camera

With the phone camera feature, you can take picture at any time
without carrying digital camera. Enter the menu, the display shows
the preview image.

In idle mode, touchB then select “Camera”. Shown as below:
Aim the phone at the subject, touch® to take a shot. Press Menu

key to select switch to video or go to gallery to view pictures.

After taking photos, touch preview frame to view the taken photos.
You can take 360° panoramic photos, is convenient for
photographing landscapes. Click (8, select
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9—Video Record

In idle mode, touch then touch “Camera’, click E8l, select
“Camcorder” to recording video screen.

Aim the phone at the subject. To start recording, touchll. To stop
recording, touchll. The video is saved automatically.

Press Menu key to select switch to camera or go to gallery to view
videos.

After recording videos, touch preview frame to view the recorded
videos.

36—Sound Recorder

You can record sound through the menu. The recording files are
saved in the memory card. You can use the sound as phone
ringtone or message tone, you can see and play the recording files
in “Music - Playlists - My recording”.

In idle mode, touchB, then touch Sound recorder. Touch to
start recording, during the recording, touch to stop recording
and save.

H—Music

Music plays digital audio files from the device’s storage card. Music
supports the following music file formats: MP3, AMR, WMA, MIDI,
WAV, AAC, and OGG.

In idle mode, touchﬁ, then touch Music. Your music is organized
into four categories: Artists, Albums, Songs and Playlists. Touch a
category to view the list. At any level inside a Music library
category, touch and hold an item (a song, artist, album, or playlist)
to open the options menu, and then touch Play.

During playing, press Menu key, and user can view music library,
on/off party shuffle, add to playlist, use as ringtone, delete the song
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and set sound effects. Press the side Volume up or Down button to
adjust the playback volume.

#2—FM Radio

You can listen to music/news on the FM Radio.
In idle mode, touchﬁ, then touch “FM Radio”.

£3—Email

Learn to send or view email messages via your personal or
company email account. Add an external e-mail account.

1. In idle mode, touchﬁ, then touch “Email”.

2.0n the Email setup screen, enter your email address and
password, and then touch “Next”.

3. The wizard automatically sets up your email account. If the
email account you want to add is not pre-configured on your
device, you will be prompted to manually enter the email
account settings, such as the email server, protocol and more.
Obtain this information from your email service provider.

4. After your account settings have been verified, touch “Finish”
to display your Inbox.
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5. While on the account Inbox, press Menu key, and then touch
Refresh to update your Inbox.

6. To add more email accounts, return to the Email setup screen,
press Menu key and touch Add account. Repeat steps above.
7.Press Menu key, and then touch “Compose” to create an e-

mail.

F4—Calendar

Calendar helps you schedule and sound alarms for appointments,
meetings, and events.

In idle mode, touchﬁ, then touch “Calendar”.

Press Menu key, and then touch “Agenda” to show all the agenda.

35—Clock

In idle mode, touchﬁ, then touch “Clock”. You can see a time
screen. There are four shortcuts at the bottom of the screen: Alarm,
Picture show, Music player and Home.

You can also touch to save power and view the charging
percentage completion.

F6—Alarm

In idle mode, touch ﬁ, then touch “Clock”, select

1. Select from the existing settings of alarm clock, or touch “Add
alarm” to set up a new alarm.

2. Touch “Time”, slide up and down to adjust the hour, minute and
AM/PM. Touch “Set” to save the settings.

3. Touch “Repeat” to select a day to sound the alarm. Touch “OK”
to save the settings.

4. Touch “Ringtone” to set up the preferred ringtone when your
alarm sounds. Touch “OK” to save the settings.

5. Touch “Vibrate” to on /off the vibrate.
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6. Touch “Label” to input alarm info.

7. Touch “Done” to save the settings of the alarm.
In alarm list, press menu key, select “Settings”, set volume, snooze
duration and so on.

+—File Manager

Find, view and manage files stored on an installed memory card. If
the file is associated with an application on your device, you can
launch the file in the application.

In idle mode, touch, select “Files Manager”.

In a folder, press Menu key to create folder, edit, sort files; touch
“Edit”, select multiple folders to delete, share, copy, cut or rename.

38—PC Connections

You can connect your device to a PC as a removable disk and
access the file directory. If you insert a memory card in the device,
you can also access the file directory of the memory card by using
the device as a memory card reader.

1. Insert the memory card in the device.

2. Attach your device to the computer with a USB cable. Your
device recognizes the connection and displays USB connected
in the Status Bar and Notifications Panel.

3. Touch “USB connected”, at the USB Mass Storage prompt,
touch Turn on USB storage”.

4, Select “OK”, start to use.

5.0pen memory card folder, and copy files between your
computer and the memory card.

To disconnect the device to the PC, click the USB device icon on
the Windows task bar and click the option to safely remove the
mass storage device. Then remove the PC data cable from the PC.
Otherwise, you may lose data stored on the memory card or
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damage the memory card.

Learn to install apk applications.
1. Copy the required apk application to the SD card;
2.Insert the SD card into the phone, and power on the phone. In
idle mode, touch [, select “File Manager”, find the apk
application, click “Install” to install the application to the phone.

This section explains Settings for customizing your device. In idle
mode, touchl, select “Settings”.

20.1 Wallpaper

Select the Theme and Wallpaper.
20.2 SIM management

Select SIM card. Select which SIM you will use by default when
voice/video call and data connection. Set roaming and associate
contacts with a specific SIM card.

20.3 Wireless & networks

Enable/disable Airplane mode, WLAN, Bluetooth. Set WLAN, BT,
VPN, Mobile networks.

20.3.1. Airplane mode
Flight mode allows you to use many of your tablet's features, such
as Camera, Games, and more, when you are in an airplane or in
any other area where accessing data is prohibited.
Note: When your tablet is in Flight Mode, it cannot access online
information or applications.

20.3.2. Wi-Fi Settings
Learn to use your device’ s wireless networking capabilities to
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activate and connect to any wireless local area network (WLAN)
compatible with the IEEE802.11 a/b/g/n standards. You can
connect to the internet or other network devices anywhere an
access point or wireless hotspot is available.

Wi-Fi: Turn the WLAN feature on or off.

o Network notification: Set the device to notify you
when an open network is available.

WPS Connect: connect to a WLAN using a Wi-Fi
Protected Setup (WPS) button.

[ ] Select a network from Wi-Fi network list, input

password (if necessary). Select “Connect”.

20.3.3. Bluetooth Settings
Bluetooth is a short-range wireless communications technology for
exchanging information over a distance of about 30 feet. You do not
need to line up the devices to send information with Bluetooth. If
the devices are in range, you can exchange information between
them, even if they are in different rooms.

Bluetooth: Turn the Bluetooth wireless feature on
or off.

Device name: Set a Bluetooth name for your
device.

Discoverable: Set your device to be visible to
other Bluetooth devices.

Scan for devices: Search for available Bluetooth
devices. From the list of scanned devices, touch the target
device, enter a PIN for the Bluetooth wireless feature or the other
device’ s Bluetooth PIN, if it has one, select “OK”.

When the owner of the other device enters the
same PIN or accepts the connection, pairing is complete. If the
pairing is successful, the device will automatically search for
available services, send or receive files.
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Note: Some devices, especially headsets or heads-free car Kkits,
may have a fixed Bluetooth PIN, such as 0000.
20.3.4. Tethering & portable hotspot
[ ] USB tethering: Select to active. You can tether
your phone to your computer with a USB cable, to share your
phone’s internet connection with your computer.

Portable Wi-Fi hotspot: You can turn your phone
into a portable Wi-Fi hotspot, to share your phone’s internet
connection with one or more computers or other devices.

Help: Learn more about USB and WLAN
tethering.

20.3.5. VPN Settings
Set up and manage Virtual Private Networks (VPNS).

20.3.6. Mobile networks
Show data used in current period, and reset data amount. Set up
Access Point Names (APNs), search for available networks and
select a network for roaming.

20.4 Call settings

Set Voicemail, Call forwarding, Call barring, Call waiting, Internet
calling, FDN, Minute REMINDER, Phone settings and Cell
broadcast.

20.5 Audio profiles

Select different prompt mode for call, message, notification and
feedback in different environment, and edit the profile. Predefined
profiles are: General, Silent, Meeting or Outdoor.

20.6 Display

[ ] Brightness: Adjust the brightness of the display
or automatic brightness.
Auto-rotate screen: Set whether or not to rotate

Battery use: View what has been using the battery.

Development:

USB debugging: Select to connect your device to
a PC by using a PC data cable. This is for application
development.

Stay awake: Set the device’s screen to stay on
while charging the battery.
[ ] Allow mock locations: Allow mock locations and
service information to be sent to a location manager service for
testing. This is for application development.

20.10Accounts & sync

Change the settings for the auto sync feature or manage accounts
for synchronization.

Background data: Select this setting to use the
auto sync feature. The auto sync will run in the background
without opening applications and synchronize data.

Auto-sync: Set the device to synchronize
contact, calendar, and email data automatically.
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20.11Privacy

Delete all DRM licenses, factory data reset and system OTA
package update.

20.12Storage

View the SD card & phone storage information.
20.13Language & keyboard

Select language, set input method.
20.14Voice input & output

Set text-to-speech, install voice data and engine, and then use this
function.

20.15Accessibility

Enable/disable Power button ends call and Quick boot.

20.16Date & time

Enable/disable Use network-provided time, or set the time, time
zone and date manually. Select hour and date format.

20.17Schedule power on/off

Set Schedule power on/off time. You can set two items.

20.18About phone

View the system information of phone.

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Act of 1988 (HAC Act) to require digital wireless phones be
compatible with hearing-aids. The intent of the HAC Act is to
ensure reasonable access to telecommunications services for
persons with hearing disabilities. While some wireless phones are
used near some hearing devices (hearing aids and cochlear
implants), users may detect a buzzing, humming, or whining noise.
Some hearing devices are more immune than others to this
interference noise, and phones also vary in the amount of
interference they generate. The wireless telephone industry has
developed a rating system for wireless phones, to assist hearing
device users find phones that may be compatible with their hearing
devices. Not all phones have been rated. Phones that are rated
have the rating on their box or a label located on the box.

The ratings are not guarantees. Results will vary depending on the
user’s hearing

device and hearing loss. If your hearing device happens to be
vulnerable to interference, you may not be able to use a rated
phone successfully. Trying out the phone with your hearing device
is the best way to evaluate it for your personal

needs.

M-Ratings: Phones rated M3 or M4 meet FCC requirements and
are likely to generate less interference to hearing devices than
phones that are not rated.

In the above example, if a hearing aid meets the M2 level
rating and the wireless phone meets the M3 level rating, the sum of
the two values equal M5. This should provide the hearing aid user
with “normal usage” while using their hearing aid with the particular
wireless phone. “Normal usage” in this context is defined as a
signal quality that is acceptable for normal operation. This
methodology applies equally for T ratings. The M mark is intended
to be synonymous with the U mark. The T mark is intended to be
synonymous with the UT mark. The M and T marks are
recommended by the Alliance for Telecommunications

Industries Solutions (ATIS). The U and UT marks are referenced in
Section 20.19 of the FCC Rules. The HAC rating and
measurement procedure are described in the American National
Standards Institute (ANSI) C63.19 standard.
