Unlike other kinds of
email account, each message and its replies in Gmail are grouped in your
inbox as a single conversation;all emails are organized by labels instead of
folders.

To access Gmail

From the Home screen, touch the Application tab to enter the
applications list, then touch Gmail.

Gmail displays messages and conversations from one single Gmail account
at a time, if you own more than one account, you can add a new one by
