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3. Getting Started
3.1 Insert SIM

1. Switch off the mobile phone and remove the rear cover and
battery.

2. Insert the SIM card(s) correctly in the card slot(s) as shown
below.

3. Finally, insert the battery and replace the rear cover of the
mobile phone.

Please charge the battery before you use the newly purchased
phone. We suggest you to charge the battery for at least 4
hours continuously for the first time.

3.2 Insert Memory Card

1. Switch off the phone and remove the rear cover and the

battery.
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2. Insert the memory card in the memory card slot as shown
below.

3. Insert the battery and the rear cover of the mobile phone.

The Memory Card gives you extra storage capacity for ‘
content such as pictures, music and video clips.

Do not remove the memory card while reading or writing

to the card. Doing so may cause data corruption on the

card or on the phone.

Use only compatible memory cards approved by

Micromax. Incompatible cards may damage the slot or
corrupt the data stored in the card.

To lock, press Left key and then immediately press *.

To answer, press the call key. To reject, press End key.

Menu>Settings>Security settings>Phone security
You can set the password to unlock the phone. You can also
change the set password.

9.6 Use Torch

Press the torch key depicted in section 2 of this user guide to
put on/off the torch.

9.7 Theft Tracker

Menu>Settings>Security settings>Theft Tracker

You can track your phone in case of loss or thefts by activating
the Theft Tracker mode and configuring alternate numbers for
messages to be received from the unauthorized user. The
default password to use this feature is 0000.

9.8 Privacy Protection

Menu>Settings>Security settings>Privacy Protection

You can password lock features like Phonebook, Messaging, Call
History, Image viewer, Video player, File manager and Audio
Player. The default password to use this feature is 0000.

9.9 File Manager

You can view and manage your files available in the Phone or
memory card from the File Manager. You can rename, view
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details share, move delete files and so on via the file Manager.
You can also format your phone or card memory from here.

e Torch Key: Pressing this key from the home screen turns
on the torch.

7. Taking Care of Your Device
