Network services and costs
You can only use your device on the GSM 900, 1800 MHz networks. You need a subscription with a service provider.

Emergency calls

1. Make sure the device is switched on.
2. Check for adequate signal strength.

You may also need to do the following:

. Put a SIM card in the device, if supported by your device.
