2.2 Important Information About the Battery

If the battery has not been used for a long time, you may not be able to power on your mobile phone immediately after you begin charging the
battery. Allow the battery to charge for a few minutes with the phone powered off before attempting to power the phone on.

As it ages, the battery's performance will degrade, in particular it will not hold charge as it did when it was new. When the battery life becomes
noticeably shorter than usual after being charged properly, replace the battery with a new one of the same type.

Using data services increases the power consumption of the phone and will therefore reduce the length of time that the phone can be used
between battery charges.
The time required to fully charge the battery depends on the ambient temperature and the age of the battery.

When the battery power is low, the phone will alert you and display a message. When the battery power is almost exhausted, your phone will power
off automatically.

2.3 Power Saving Tips

The longevity of battery power depends on the network to which you connect, and how you use your mobile phone.
Try the following to conserve battery power:

« When you do not need 3G services, set your phone to connect to a 2G network.

When your mobile phone is not in use, tum off the screen backlight.

Reduce the time it takes for your screen backlight to tumn off when your phone is idle.
Lower the screen brightness.

Tum off Bluetooth when you are not using it. Only make your phone visible to other Bluetooth devices when you need to establish a Bluetooth
connection.

Tum off Wi-Fi when you are not using it.
Tum off your phone's GPS receiver when you are not using it.
Lower the volume.

Close power-draining programs, when you do not need them.

Tum off the data service when you are not using it.

2. Open the notification bar, and then touch Connected as an installer.

3 Calling

To make a phone call, you can dial a number using the keypad or touch a number saved in your contact list, on a webpage, or in other places. When
you areinacall, you can answer other incoming calls or redirect them to your voicemail. You can also set up conference calls with several participants.

3.1 Making a Call

To make a call, you can use the Phone application, or select a number from People.
When you are in a call, you can touch £ to use other functions. To return to the call screen, flick the notification bar down and touch Current call.

1) Be careful not to block the microphone at the bottom of your phone if you want your voice heard by the other parties in a call.

3.1.1 Making a Call with the Phone Application

3.2 Answering or Rejecting a Call

3.21 Answering an Incoming Call

When you receive a phone call, the incoming call screen opens. If you have previously saved the caller's number in People, the caller's name and
number are displayed. If the caller's number is not saved in People, the caller's number is displayed.

The Teletypewriter (TTY) is a typewriting device. By connecting the phone to the TTY device, you can use the TTY functions to send/receive
messages.

The People application enables you to save and manage information such as phone numbers and addresses of your contacts. After you save
contact information on your mobile phone, you have easy access to the people with whom you want to communicate.

4.1 Opening the People Application

On the Home screen, touch > People to open the People application.
+ Ifyou have not yet added any contacts to your mobile phone, touch &, to create a contact.

« Any contacts that are already saved on your mobile phone are displayed alphabetically in a list that you can scroll through.



4.2 Importing Contacts from a SIM Card

2. Touch Copy from SIM card.

3. Wait for the SIM card contents to be loaded. Touch one contact to import that contact individually to your mobile phone, or touch SELECT ALL to
import all contacts to your mobile phone.

7.3 Sharing Your Phone's Data Connection

‘You can share your mobile phone's data connection with a single computer viaa USB cable: USB tethering. You can share your mobile phone's data
connection with a number of devices at the same time, by tuming your phone into a portable Wi-Fi hotspot.

7.3.1 Sharing Your Phone's Data Connection via USB
To use USB tethering in different operating systems, you may need to prepare your computer to establish a network connection via USB.

7.4 Controlling Data Usage

With Data usage, you can set a data usage cycle and the mobile data limit for this period. You will be notified when data usage reaches the set limit.
You can also query the data usage within a certain period or by a certain application.

On the Home screen, touch > Settings, under WIRELESS & NETWORKS, touch More... > Data usage

to configure the data usage settings.

Touch Mobile data to tum on or off the mobile data function. The mobile data function must be tumed on to configure data control and query data
usage.

Select the Set mobile data limit check box. When data traffic reaches the preset limit, your phone's mobile data connection will be disabled.
Touch the scroll arow beside Data usage cycle, then Change cycle.... After setting the data usage cycle, touch Set.

Drag the red line to set a data usage limit or the orange line to set a waming limit. When data traffic reaches the yellow line, you will be nofified;
when data traffic reaches the red line, your phone's mobile networks data connection will be disabled.

Scroll the white time axis to view data usage within a certain period.
Touch an application to check its data usage.

7.5 Browser

Your mobile phone comes with an Intemet browser pre-installed.

7.5.1 Basic Operations

@, When known or open Wi-Fi networks and mobile data networks are available at the same time, your phone will preferably select a Wi-Fi network
for Intemet access.

Touch E on the upper section of the screen, and all web pages currently open are displayed. You can:

A number of popular email providers are supported. You can work with the same email service that you use on your PC or you can select another
email service.

In addition to being a communication device and personal assistant, your mobile phone also provides you with a multitude of entertainment
possibilities. You can take photos, create videos and audio clips, and download and listen to music.

The camera is a combination of camera and camcorder that you can use to shoot and share pictures and videos.

9.14 Recording a Video

1. Open the camera application, and then switch it to camcorder mode.

9.1.5 Viewing Your Videos

1. After recording a video, a thumbnail of the video you have just recorded is shown in the lower right comner of the capture screen. Touch the
thumbnail to view it.

9.2 Using the Gallery

Your Gallery application can automatically search for pictures and videos on your mobile phone and microSD card. Use Gallery to sort photos and
videos into folders, view and edit pictures, watch videos, and set a picture as wallpaper or as a photo for a contact.

9.2.1 Opening the Gallery

On the Home screen, touch () > Gallery.
The Gallery application categorizes your pictures and videos by storage location and displays these files in folders. Touch a folder to view the pictures
or videos inside.

Before you using music player, you must copy music files from your computer to the microSD card.

Once you have done this, the player will search for music on the microSD card. After the search is complete, you will be able to view all available music

« Touch Silent mode to tum silent mode on or off.
« Touch Phone ringtone to select a ringtone.
« Touch Notification tone to select a tone for a new message, new email, upcoming event, and more.

1) To adjust the volume, you can press the volume buttons from the home screen or most application screens (for example, the call, music, and
video playback screens).

13.4 Setting Phone Services

13.4.1 Customizing Call Settings

Mobile phone service providers offer services including call forwarding, call waiting, fixed dialing numbers, and voicemail. You can customize the
services included in your call fee package.

« Uninstall any downloaded programs that you no longer use.

* Reset your mobile phone.

13.8 Resetting Your Mobile Phone
13.8.1 Backing Up My Data

You can use your Google account to back up your mobile phone's settings to Google servers. If you replace your mobile phone, the settings you have
backed up will be transferred to the new mobile phone the first time you sign in to your Google account.

1. Onthe Settings screen, touch Backup & reset.
2. Select the Back up my data check box.
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13.8.2 Restoring Factory Data

If you reset your phone to its factory settings, all of your personal data stored on the phone, including information about your Google account, any other
accounts that you have configured, your system and application settings, and any applications you have installed will be erased. Resetting the phone
does not erase any system updates you have downloaded. Using the check box provided, you can also select to erase all the data stored on your
SD card or on the phone's interal SD card, which includes files that you have downloaded or copied there, such as music or photos.

1. Onthe Settings screen, touch Backup & reset > Factory data reset.

2. When prompted, touch Reset phone, and then touch Reset phone. The mobile phone resets the settings to the original factory settings, and then
restarts.

13.9 Online Update

‘Your mobile phone has pre-installed the online update function. When there is new software available, the version information appears and prompts
you to update. You can also touch Settings > About phone > System updates to check whether the new software is available.

When updating:

1. Back up your personal information. All personal information will be removed after the update.

2. Make sure that your microSD card has sufficient space to store the new software version.

3. Perform the online update following the onscreen instructions.

How Can | Use a microSD Card to Import Contacts to My Phone from Another Phone?

‘Your mobile phone supports contact files in the .vcf format only.

1. Save the contacts you want to import to your mobile phone to a microSD as a .vcf file.

2. Insert the microSD card into your mobile phone and find the .vcf file using File Manager.

3. Touch the .vcf file. The mobile phone displays a message asking whether you want to import the contacts.
4. Touch OK to import the contacts.

1) Compatibilty problems may occur with .vcf files created by different phones, and certain contact information may be lost when contacts are
imported.

How Do | Disable Automatic Change of Screen Orientation When Rotating My Phone?

On the Home screen, touch > Settings > All > Display, and then clear the Auto-rotate screen check box to disable this function.

How Do | Set an Unlock Pattern?

On the Home screen, touch > Settings > All > Security > Screen lock > Pattern.
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How Can | Change the Input Method?
When the keypad is displayed, a keypad icon is displayed on the status bar. Flick the status bar downwards and touch Choose input method to
select an input method.

How Do | Stop the Song Playing in the Background?
Flick the notification bar downwards to open the notifications panel, touch the music playing notification to go to the music playing screen, and then
stop playing the song.

How Do | Retun to the Call Screen?
If you switched to another screen during a call, flick the notification bar downwards to open the notifications panel, and then touch the current call
notification to retum to the call screen.

How Do | Create an Application Shortcut on the Home Screen?
Touch and hold an application icon on the application screen until the Home screen is displayed. Then drag the icon to where you want to place itand
release your finger.

How Do | Hide the Keyboard?
Touch “D to hide the keyboard.

How Do | Forward a Message?
On the message viewing screen, touch and hold a message, and then select Forward from the displayed menu.
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
