Installing the SIM or USIM card and battery

Insert the SIM or USIM card provided by the mobile telephone service provider, and the
included battery.

@ Only microSIM cards work with the device.

1 Remove the back cover.
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& Be careful not to damage your fingernails when you remove the back cover.

@ Do not bend or twist the back cover excessively. Doing so may damage the cover.

2 Insert the SIM or USIM card with the gold-coloured contacts facing downwards.
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3 Push the SIM or USIM card into the slot until it locks in place.

@ Do notinsert a memory card into the SIM card slot. If a memory card happens to
be lodged in the SIM card slot, take the device to a Samsung Service Centre to
remove the memory card.

+Use caution not to lose or let others use the SIM or USIM card. Samsung is not
responsible for any damages or inconveniences caused by lost or stolen cards.

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Charging the battery

Use the charger to charge the battery before using it for the first time. A computer can be also
used to charge the device by connecting them via the USB cable.

Use only Samsung-approved chargers, batteries, and cables. Unapproved chargers or
cables can cause the battery to explode or damage the device.

@ + When the battery power is low, the device emits a warning tone and displays a low
battery power message.

- If the battery is completely discharged, the device cannot be turned on
immediately when the charger is connected. Allow a depleted battery to charge for
a few minutes before turning on the device.

- If you use multiple applications at once, network applications, or applications
that need a connection to another device, the battery will drain quickly. To avoid
disconnecting from the network or losing power during a data transfer, always use
these applications after fully charging the battery.

Charging with the charger

Connect the USB cable to the USB power adaptor and then plug the end of the USB cable into
the multipurpose jack.

Connecting the charger improperly may cause serious damage to the device. Any
damage caused by misuse is not covered by the warranty.
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@ + The device can be used while it is charging, but it may take longer to fully charge
the battery.

- If the device receives an unstable power supply while charging, the touch screen
may not function. If this happens, unplug the charger from the device.

- While charging, the device may heat up. This is normal and should not affect the
device’s lifespan or performance. If the battery gets hotter than usual, the charger
may stop charging.

- If the device is not charging properly, take the device and the charger to a
Samsung Service Centre.

After fully charging, disconnect the device from the charger. First unplug the charger from the
device, and then unplug it from the electric socket.

@ Do not remove the battery before removing the charger. This may damage the
device.

@ To save energy, unplug the charger when not in use. The charger does not have a

power switch, so you must unplug the charger from the electric socket when not in
use to avoid wasting power. The charger should remain close to the electric socket
and easily accessible while charging.

When you charge the battery while the device is off, the following icons will show the current
battery charge status:

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Reducing the battery consumption

Your device provides options that help you save battery power. By customising these options
and deactivating features in the background, you can use the device longer between charges:

+ When you are not using the device, switch to sleep mode by pressing the Power button.
» Close unnecessary applications with the task manager.

Deactivate the Bluetooth feature.

Deactivate the Wi-Fi feature.

Deactivate auto-syncing of applications.

Decrease the backlight time.

Decrease the brightness of the display.

Inserting a memory card

Your device accepts memory cards with maximum capacities of 64 GB. Depending on the
memory card manufacturer and type, some memory cards may not be compatible with your
device.

@ + Some memory cards may not be fully compatible with the device. Using an
incompatible card may damage the device or the memory card, or corrupt the data
stored init.

+ Use caution to insert the memory card right-side up.
@ + The device supports the FAT and the exFAT file systems for memory cards. When

inserting a card formatted in a different file system, the device asks to reformat the
memory card.

- Frequent writing and erasing of data shortens the lifespan of memory cards.

+ When inserting a memory card into the device, the memory card’s file directory
appears in the My Files — All — SD memory card folder.

1 Remove the back cover and battery.

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3 Push the memory card into the slot until it locks in place.

4 Replace the battery and back cover.

Removing the memory card
Before removing the memory card, first unmount it for safe removal. On the Home screen, tap

Apps — Settings — General — Storage — Unmount SD card.

1 Remove the back cover and battery.
2 Pull out the memory card.

3 Replace the battery and back cover.

@ Do not remove the memory card while the device is transferring or accessing
information. Doing so can cause data to be lost or corrupted or damage to the
memory card or device. Samsung is not responsible for losses that result from the
misuse of damaged memory cards, including the loss of data.

Formatting the memory card
A memory card formatted on a computer may not be compatible with the device. Format the
memory card on the device.

On the Home screen, tap Apps — Settings — General — Storage — Format SD card —
Format SD card — Erase everything.

Before formatting the memory card, remember to make backup copies of all
important data stored on the device. The manufacturer’s warranty does not cover loss
of data resulting from user actions.
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Replacing the S Pen nib

While using the S Pen, the S Pen nib may get dull. If the nib is dull, replace it with a new one.

1 Hold the nib with the tweezer firmly, and then pull it out.

& Do not let your finger get caught between the tweezer and the nib.

@ - Do not reuse old nibs. Doing so may cause the S Pen to malfunction.
Do not press the nib excessively when inserting the nib into the S Pen.
Do notinsert the round end of the nib into the S Pen. This may cause damage to
the S Pen or your device.

@ The black-coloured nib has a black rubber cap on the tip. If the rubber cap is worn
down, replace the nib with a new one.
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Turning the device on and off

When turning on the device for the first time, follow the on-screen instructions to set up your
device.

Press and hold the Power button for a few seconds to turn on the device.

@ - Follow all posted warnings and directions from authorised personnel in areas
where the use of wireless devices is restricted, such as aeroplanes and hospitals.

Press and hold the Power button and tap Flight mode to disable the wireless
features.

To turn off the device, press and hold the Power button, and then tap Power off.
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Holding the device

Adjusting the volume

Press the Volume button up or down to adjust the ringtone volume, or to adjust the sound
volume when playing music or video.

Switching to silent mode

Use one of the following methods:
+ Press and hold the Volume button down until it switches to silent mode.
* Press and hold the Power button, and then tap Mute or Vibrate.
+ Open the notifications panel at the top of the screen, and then tap Sound or Vibrate.

Using the touch screen

Use only fingers or the S Pen to use the touch screen.

®

Do not allow the touch screen to come into contact with other electrical devices.
Electrostatic discharges can cause the touch screen to malfunction.

- To avoid damaging the touch screen, do not tap it with anything sharp or apply

excessive pressure to it with your fingertips.

+ The device may not recognise touch inputs close to the edges of the screen, which

are outside of the touch input area.

Leaving the touch screen idle for extended periods may result in afterimages
(screen burn-in) or ghosting. Turn off the touch screen when you do not use the
device.
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Finger gestures

Tapping
To open an application, to select a menu item, to press an on-screen button, or to enter a
character using the on-screen keyboard, tap it with a finger.

Tapping and holding

Tap and hold an item for more than 2 seconds to access available options.
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Dragging
To move an icon, thumbnail, or preview to a new location, tap and hold it and drag it to the
target position.

Double-tapping

Double-tap on a webpage or image to zoom in a part. Double-tap again to return.
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Flicking

Flick left or right on the Home screen or the Applications screen to see another panel. Flick up
or down to scroll through a webpage or a list, such as contacts.

Pinching

Spread two fingers apart on a webpage, map, or image to zoom in a part. Pinch to zoom out.
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Control motions

Simple motions allow easy control of the device.
Before using motions, make sure the motion feature is activated. On the Home screen, tap
Apps — Settings — Controls — Motions, and then drag the Motions switch to the right.

@ Excessive shaking or impact to the device may result in unintended inputs. Control
motions properly.

Rotating the screen

Many applications allow display in either portrait or landscape orientation. Rotating the
device causes the display to automatically adjust to fit the new screen orientation.

To prevent the display from rotating automatically, open the notifications panel and deselect
Screen rotation.

@ - Some applications do not allow screen rotation.

Some applications display a different screen depending on the orientation. The
calculator turns into a scientific calculator when rotated to landscape.
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Picking up

When you pick up the device after it has been idle for some time or when the screen has
turned off, it vibrates if you have missed calls or new messages.

Holding to ear

While viewing call, message, or contact details, pick up and hold the device to your ear to
make a call.
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Panning to move

Tap and hold an item, and then move the device to the left or right to move the item to
another panel on the Home screen or the Applications screen.

Panning to browse

When an image is zoomed in, tap and hold a point on the screen, and then move the device
in any direction to browse the image.
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Turning over

Turn over the device to mute ringtone or pause media playback.

Tilting
Tap and hold two points on the screen, and then tilt the device back and forth to zoom in or
out.
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Palm motions

Use palm motions to control the device by touching the screen.

Before using motions, make sure the palm motion feature is activated. On the Home screen,
tap Apps — Settings — Controls — Palm motion, and then drag the Palm motion switch
to theright.

Sweeping

Sweep your hand across the screen to capture a screenshot. The image is saved in Gallery —
Screenshots. It is not possible to capture a screenshot while using some applications.

Covering

Cover the screen with a palm to pause media playback.
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Using the S Pen

The included S Pen can be used to easily select items or perform functions. Actions using the
S Pen with the button pressed provide additional conveniences, such as screen capture.

Pull out the S Pen from the slot to use it.

When you pull out the S Pen from the slot, the device detects it and performs the following:
» Turns on the touch screen (if it is off).
Launches Action Memo, or display air command.

@ + The pen nib of the S Pen is replaceable. If the pen nib gets dull, replace it with a
new one.

If the S Pen is not working properly, take it to a Samsung Service Centre. Refer to
the Samsung website for more information about the S Pen.

For best results, keep the S Pen mostly perpendicular to the touch screen and avoid
using it at sharp angles.

+ The Menu button and the Back button can be used by the S Pen.
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Air command

Press the S Pen button while hovering the S Pen over the screen to display air command.
With this feature, you can directly use the following actions:

Action Memo: Turn your handwriting into an actionable link to one of a range of useful
features.

Scrapbooker: Collect a variety of content and save it. (p. 133)
Screen Write: Capture a screenshot and edit it.
S Finder: Search for a wide variety of content on your device. (p. 131)

Pen Window: Use the S Pen to draw a window and open useful applications inside it.

Making a simple memo

Tap Action Memo on the air command. Alternatively, with the S Pen button pressed, double-
tap the screen. Jot down or draw a memo, and then select the memo by tapping  to
perform various actions, such as making a call, adding contacts, sending messages.

With selected, draw a line around an area with the S Pen to perform actions with the
selected area.
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Capturing screenshots

Tap Screen Write on the air command. Alternatively, with the S Pen button pressed, touch the
screen until you hear a click. It is possible to draw or write on or to crop a screenshot.

The screenshot is saved in the Gallery — Screenshots folder.

It is not possible to capture a screenshot while using some applications.

Launching multiple applications

Tap Pen Window on the air command. Draw a line around an area, and then select an
application. The application is launched in the area that you have drawn.

To minimise the application, tap __. Minimised applications are displayed as floating icons.
To maximise the application, tap [-7].

To close the applications, tap

Opening available options

Some items have contextual menus that make the S Pen pointer glow. Press the S Pen button
to display the menu while hovering the S Pen over the item.
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Selecting and capturing an image

With the S Pen button pressed, draw a line around an area to select it.
If necessary, use one of the following options:

" : Restore the original selection.

{3 : Convert the selection to circular shape.

i_i:Convert the selection to rectangular shape.

: Customise the selection.

Select an application to use with the selected area from the icons that appear at the bottom
of the screen.
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Air view
Use this feature to perform various functions while the S Pen or your finger is hovering over

the screen.

On the Home screen, tap Apps — Settings — Controls — Air view, and then drag the Air
view switch to the right.

Point at an item with the S Pen or your finger to preview content or view information in a
pop-up window.

You can scroll through panels or lists by moving the S Pen pointer to an edge (top/bottom/
left/right) of the screen.

When you point at an area on a webpage for a few seconds with your finger, the device
magnifies the area.
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Samsung Smart Pause

Use this feature to pause videos when you look away from the screen.

On the Home screen, tap Apps — Settings — Controls — Smart screen, and then tick
Smart pause.

During video playback, look away from the screen to pause the video. To resume playback,
look at the screen again.
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Samsung Smart Scroll

Use this feature to scroll the screen up or down by tilting your head or the device.

On the Home screen, tap Apps — Settings — Controls — Smart screen — Smart scroll,

and then drag the Smart scroll switch to the right. Tap Smart scroll, and then select a scroll

type.

When you are viewing emails or webpages, the scroll typeicon (  for head orientation) that

shows the recognition status for movements appears.

When the device recognises your head or device’s movements, the icon is changedto  or
.Then, tilt your head downward or upward, or tilt the device forward or backward to scroll

in that direction.

Increasing touch screen sensitivity

Use this feature to let the device increase its touch sensitivity.
On the Home screen, tap Apps — Settings — Controls, and then tick Auto adjust touch
sensitivity.

@ - Use leather gloves for better recognition while touching the screen. Other types of
material may not be recognised.

For best results, tap the screen firmly while wearing gloves.

+ The screen may not respond if you are wearing gloves when using the device
through the S View cover window.
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Activating Multi Window

Use this feature to run two applications on the screen at the same time.

@ - Only applications on the Multi Window panel can run.

+ When launching applications that contain multimedia files, such as music or
videos, sound from both files will be played.

+ This feature may not be available depending on the region or service provider.

To use Multi Window, on the Applications screen, tap Settings — Device — Multi window.

Using the Multi Window panel

To show the Multi Window panel, tap and hold ¥5.The Multi Window panel appears at the
left side of the screen. Select one application, and then drag another application to a new
location. You can launch the same application on the two windows at the same time. To hide
the Multi Window panel, tap and hold ¥ again.

Drag the circle between the application panels up or down to adjust the size of the panels.

Tap the panel handle to hide or show the panel. When a panel is open, tap and hold the
handle and drag it to the left or right edge of the screen to move the panel. When a panel is
hidden, tap and hold the handle and drag it up or down to move the handle.
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Using Multi Window applications

While using Multi Window applications, select an application window, tap the circle between
the application windows, and then use one of the following:

=l : Open a list of recently-used applications in the selected window.
: Switch locations between Multi Window applications.

: Share items between the application windows. Drag an item to share from one
window to another. Some applications may not support this feature.

: Close the application.

Sharing files

Drag an item you want to share to the other window to share the item from one window to
another. Some applications may not support this feature.

Creating a paired window

Use this feature to save the combination of current running Multi Window applications.

Notifications

Notification icons appear on the status bar at the top of the screen to report missed calls, new
messages, calendar events, device status, and more. Drag down from the status bar to open
the notifications panel. Scroll the list to see additional alerts. To close the notifications panel,
drag up the bar that is at the bottom of the screen.

From the notifications panel, you can view your device’s current settings. Drag down from the
status bar, and then tap B to use the following options:

+  Wi-Fi: Activate or deactivate the Wi-Fi feature.
GPS: Activate or deactivate the GPS feature.

Sound: Activate or deactivate silent mode. You can vibrate or mute your device in silent
mode.
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Screen rotation: Allow or prevent the interface from rotating when you rotate the device.
Bluetooth: Activate or deactivate the Bluetooth feature.
Mobile data: Activate or deactivate the data connection.

Blocking mode: Activate or deactivate blocking mode. In blocking mode, your device
will block notifications. To select which notifications will be blocked, tap Settings —
Device — Blocking mode.

Power saving: Activate or deactivate power-saving mode.

Multi window: Set to use Multi Window.

Screen Mirroring: Activate or deactivate the screen mirroring feature.
Wi-Fi hotspot: Activate or deactivate the Wi-Fi tethering feature.
S Beam: Activate or deactivate the S Beam feature.

NFC: Activate or deactivate the NFC feature.

Air view: Activate or deactivate the air view feature.

Hands-free mode: Activate or deactivate driving mode.

Smart stay: Activate or deactivate the smart stay feature.

Smart pause: Activate or deactivate the smart pause feature.
Smart scroll: Activate or deactivate the smart scroll feature.
Sync: Activate or deactivate auto-syncing of applications.

Flight mode: Activate or deactivate flight mode.

@ The available options may vary depending on the region or service provider.

To rearrange the options on the notifications panel, open the notifications panel, tap B — K4,
tap and hold an item, and then drag the item to another location.
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Home screen

The Home screen is the starting point to access all of the device’s features. It displays indicator
icons, widgets, shortcuts to applications, and others.

The Home screen can have multiple panels. To view other panels, scroll left or right.

Changing the Home screen mode

The Home screen has standard and easy modes. In easy mode, you can easily access your
favourite contacts, applications, and settings by adding shortcuts to the Home screen.

To switch to easy mode, on the Home screen, tap Apps — Settings — Device — Easy mode,
and then drag the Easy mode switch to the right.

Rearranging items

Adding an application icon

On the Home screen, tap Apps, tap and hold an application icon, and then drag it into a panel
preview.

Adding an item

Customise the Home screen by adding widgets, folders, or panels.

Tap and hold the empty area on the Home screen, and then select one of the following
categories:

- Apps and widgets: Add widgets or applications to the Home screen.
- Folder: Create a new folder.

-+ Page: Rearrange panels on the Home screen.
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Moving an item

Tap and hold an item and drag it to a new location. To move it to another panel, drag it to the
side of the screen.

Removing an item

Tap and hold an item, and drag it to the rubbish bin that appears at the top of the Home
screen. When the rubbish bin turns red, release the item.

Rearranging panels

Adding a new panel
Tap I=1— Edit page — E&.

Moving a panel

Tap I=1— Edit page, tap and hold a panel preview, and then drag it to a new location.

Removing a panel

Tap I=1— Edit page, tap and hold a panel preview, and then drag it to the rubbish bin at the
top of the screen.

Setting wallpaper
Set an image or photo stored in the device as wallpaper for the Home screen.

On the Home screen, tap I=1— Set wallpaper — Home screen, and then select one of the
following:

- Gallery: See photos taken by the device’s camera or images downloaded from the
Internet.

- Live wallpapers: See animated images.

- Wallpapers: See wallpaper images.

Then, select an image and tap Set wallpaper. Or, select an image, resize it by dragging the
frame, and then tap Done.

Basics

Using widgets

Widgets are small applications that provide convenient functions and information on your
Home screen. To use them, add widgets from the widgets panel to the Home screen.

@ - Some widgets connect to web services. Using a web-based widget may result in
additional charges.

+ The widgets available may vary depending on the region or service provider.

Adding widgets to the Home screen

On the Home screen, tap Apps — Widgets. Scroll left or right on the widgets panel, and then
tap and hold a widget to add it to the Home screen. Put it on a location you want, resize it by

dragging the frame if necessary, and then tap anywhere on the screen to save the location of
the widget.

Using the setting shortcut widget

On the Home screen, tap Apps — Widgets, and then tap and hold Settings Shortcut to open
a list of setting options. Select a setting option to add it to the Home screen as a shortcut.
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Locked screen

The locked screen prevents the device from unwanted operation when not in use and also
allows you to add convenient widgets.

Locking and unlocking the device
Pressing the Power button turns off the screen and puts the device into lock mode. The
device automatically gets locked if it is not used for a specified period.

To unlock the device, press the Power button or the Home button and flick your finger in any
direction within the unlock screen area at the lower part of the screen.
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Adding widgets

To use widgets when the screen is locked, tap Apps — Settings — Device — Lock screen —
Multiple widgets and then drag the Multiple widgets switch to the right.

@ You cannot use widgets on the locked screen in easy mode.

Drag the widgets panel down to expand it. Scroll right to the last page, tap -, and then select
a widget to add to the locked screen.

Rearranging panels

Moving a panel

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Troubleshooting

Before contacting a Samsung Service Centre, please attempt the following solutions. Some
situations may not apply to your device.

When you turn on your device or while you are using the device, it
prompts you to enter one of the following codes:

Password: When the device lock feature is enabled, you must enter the password you set
for the device.

PIN: When using the device for the first time or when the PIN requirement is enabled, you
must enter the PIN supplied with the SIM or USIM card. You can disable this feature by
using the Lock SIM card menu.

PUK: Your SIM or USIM card is blocked, usually as a result of entering your PIN incorrectly
several times. You must enter the PUK supplied by your service provider.

PIN2: When you access a menu requiring the PIN2, you must enter the PIN2 supplied with
the SIM or USIM card. For details, contact your service provider.

Your device displays network or service error messages
+ When you are in areas with weak signals or poor reception, you may lose reception. Move
to another area and try again. While moving, error messages may appear repeatedly.

»You cannot access some options without a subscription. Contact your service provider for
more details.

Your device does not turn on

+ When the battery is completely discharged, your device will not turn on. Charge the
battery completely before turning on the device.
+ The battery may not be inserted properly. Insert the battery again.

+ Wipe both gold-coloured contacts and insert the battery again.
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Troubleshooting

The touch screen responds slowly or improperly
If you attach a protective cover or optional accessories to the touch screen, the touch
screen may not function properly.

If you are wearing gloves, if your hands are not clean while touching the touch screen,
or if you tap the screen with sharp objects or your fingertips, the touch screen may
malfunction.

+ The touch screen may malfunction in humid conditions or when exposed to water.
Restart your device to clear any temporary software bugs.
Ensure that your device software is upgraded to the latest version.

If the touch screen is scratched or damaged, visit a Samsung Service Centre.

Your device freezes or has fatal errors

If your device freezes or hangs, you may need to close applications or reinsert the battery and
turn on the device to regain functionality. If your device is frozen and unresponsive, press and
hold the Power button and the Volume button down simultaneously for more than 7 seconds
to reboot.

If this does not solve the problem, perform a factory data reset. On the Applications screen,
tap Settings — General — Backup and reset — Factory data reset — Reset device —
Erase everything. Before performing the factory data reset, remember to make back-up
copies of all important data stored on the device.

If the problem is still not resolved, contact a Samsung Service Centre.

Calls are not connected

Ensure that you have accessed the right cellular network.
Ensure that you have not set call barring for the phone number you are dialling.

Ensure that you have not set call barring for the incoming phone number.

Others cannot hear you speaking on a call

Ensure that you are not covering the built-in microphone.
Ensure that the microphone is close to your mouth.

If using a headset, ensure that it is properly connected.
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Troubleshooting

Sound echoes during a call

Adjust the volume by pressing the Volume button or move to another area.

A cellular network or the Internet is often disconnected or audio
quality is poor
Ensure that you are not blocking the device’s internal antenna.

- When you are in areas with weak signals or poor reception, you may lose reception. You
may have connectivity problems due to issues with the service provider’s base station.
Move to another area and try again.

+ When using the device while moving, wireless network services may be disabled due to
issues with the service provider's network.

The battery icon is empty

Your battery is low. Recharge or replace the battery.

The battery does not charge properly (For Samsung-approved
chargers)

Ensure that the charger is connected properly.

If the battery terminals are dirty, the battery may not charge properly or the device may
turn off. Wipe both gold-coloured contacts and try charging the battery again.

+ The batteries in some devices are not user-replaceable. To have the battery replaced, visit
a Samsung Service Centre.

The battery depletes faster than when first purchased
+ When you expose the battery to very cold or very hot temperatures, the useful charge
may be reduced.

Battery consumption increases when you use messaging features or some applications,
such as games or the Internet.

+ The battery is consumable and the useful charge will get shorter over time.
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Troubleshooting

Your device is hot to the touch

When you use applications that require more power or use applications on your device for an
extended period of time, your device may feel hot to the touch. This is normal and should not
affect your device’s lifespan or performance.

Error messages appear when launching the camera

Your device must have sufficient available memory and battery power to operate the camera
application. If you receive error messages when launching the camera, try the following:

- Charge the battery or replace it with a battery that is fully charged.
Free some memory by transferring files to a computer or deleting files from your device.

Restart the device. If you are still having trouble with the camera application after trying
these tips, contact a Samsung Service Centre.

Photo quality is poorer than the preview
+ The quality of your photos may vary, depending on the surroundings and the
photography techniques you use.

If you take photos in dark areas, at night, or indoors, image noise may occur or images
may be out of focus.

Error messages appear when opening multimedia files

If you receive error messages or files do not play, when opening multimedia files on your
device, try the following:

Free some memory by transferring files to a computer or deleting files from your device.

Ensure that the music file is not Digital Rights Management (DRM)-protected. If the file is
DRM-protected, ensure that you have the appropriate licence or key to play the file.

Ensure that your device supports the file type.
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Troubleshooting

* Your device supports photos and videos captured with the device. Photos and videos
captured by other devices may not work properly.

Your device supports multimedia files that are authorised by your network service
provider or providers of additional services. Some content circulated on the Internet,
such as ringtones, videos, or wallpapers, may not work properly.

Another Bluetooth device is not located

Ensure that the Bluetooth wireless feature is activated on your device.

Ensure that the Bluetooth wireless feature is activated on the device you wish to connect
to.

Ensure that your device and the other Bluetooth device are within the maximum
Bluetooth range (10 m).

If the tips above do not solve the problem, contact a Samsung Service Centre.

A connection is not established when you connect the deviceto a
computer

Ensure that the USB cable you are using is compatible with your device.

Ensure that you have the proper driver installed and updated on your computer.

If you are a Windows XP user, ensure that you have Windows XP Service Pack 3 or higher
installed on your computer.

Ensure that you have Samsung Kies or Windows Media Player 10 or higher installed on
your compulter.

Your device cannot find your current location

GPS signals may be obstructed in some locations, such as indoors. Set the device to use Wi-Fi
or a mobile network to find your current location in these situations.
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Troubleshooting

Data stored on the device has been lost

Always make backup copies of all important data stored on the device. Otherwise, you
cannot restore data if it is corrupted or lost. Samsung is not responsible for the loss of data
stored on the device.

A small gap appears around the outside of the device case

- This gap is a necessary manufacturing feature and some minor rocking or vibration of
parts may occur.

+ Over time, friction between parts may cause this gap to expand slightly.
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Some content may differ from your device depending on the region, service provider, or
software version, and is subject to change without prior notice.
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
