Do not throw from height, knock or shake the phone,
rough handling can damage intemal circuit boards.
Do not paint the phone, because the paint will block
headphones, microphones or other removable parts,
and lead it not work.

Use dean, soft, dry doth to clean the camerg, light
sensor lenses. Prohibit the use of harmful chemicals
and deaning agents, deaning fluids to clean the
phone

If mobile phone, battery, charger, or mobile phone
accessories are defective, send to the nearest qualified
service center for inspection.
