To insert the SIM card:

2. Remove the battery and insert the SIM card(s) correctly in
the card slot(s), as illustrated in the following image:

Eunction Menu Instruction

1. Browser
Select the browser icon to enter the Google Interface and you can
search for websites

2. Calculator

can carry out the operation for plus, minus, multiply, and divide by pressing the
screen. You can use some functions in the advanced panel.

First you need to set the Email account.
Step 1: enter email address and password.
Step 2: select account type, choose OK to connect.

9. File Manager
You can manage file , including Download, Music, and Received File.
Press menu key to create a new folder or select folders to copy, move and delete.

10. EM Radio
