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HTC Butterfly 3 uses a nano SIM card.

Use a standard nano SIM card only. Inserting a modified card that is thicker than the standard
nano SIM card may cause the card to not fit properly or damage the card slot.

HTC Butterfly 3 has a tray in the nano SIM slot. You need it to insert your nano SIM card.

F Don't misplace or throw away the tray.

1. Hold the phone face down.

2. Insertyour fingernail in the small groove on the nano SIM slot, and then pull the nano SIM
tray out.

3. Place the nano SIM card into the tray, with the card’s gold contacts facing up and cut-off
corner facing out.
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4. When reinserting the nano SIM tray, make sure it is facing up so that the nano SIM card
doesn’t fall out. Slide the tray all the way into the slot.

5. Pressonthe cover that’s attached to the tray. Make sure the cover doesn’t protrude from the
side to ensure that it’s closed evenly and firmly.

F After removing your nano SIM card, don’t misplace or throw away the tray.

1. Hold the phone face down.

2. Insertyour fingernail in the small groove on the nano SIM slot, and then pull the nano SIM
tray out.

3. Remove the nano SIM card from the tray.
4. Toreinsertthe nano SIM tray, center it first in the slot, and then slide it all the way in.

5. Pressonthe cover that’s attached to the tray. Make sure the cover doesn’t protrude from the
side to ensure that it’s closed evenly and firmly.

Use a storage card to store your photos, videos, and music. When you need to free up phone storage
space, you can also move certain apps to the storage card, if the apps support this feature.

\ The storage card is optional and sold separately.

F = Moving apps to the storage card doesn’t back up the apps. If you do a factory reset, your phone
loses the apps. You'll need to reinstall them.

= When you remove the storage card and insert it in another phone, the apps on the storage card
won't be installed automatically to the other phone. You'll need to reinstall them.
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HTC Butterfly 3 has a tray in the microSD slot. You need it to insert your microSD card.

F Don't misplace or throw away the tray.

1. Hold the phone face down.

2. Insertyour fingernail in the small groove on the microSD slot, and then pull the microSD
tray out.

3. Flip HTC Butterfly 3 and the microSD tray over so that they are both facing up.

4. Place the microSD card into the tray, with the card’s gold contacts facing down and narrower
side facing towards the slot.

5. Toreinsert the microSD tray, center it first in the slot, and then slide it all the way in.

6. Pressonthe cover that’s attached to the tray. Make sure the cover doesn’t protrude from the
side to ensure that it’s closed evenly and firmly.

When you need to remove the storage card while HTC Butterfly 3 is on, unmount the storage card
first to prevent corrupting or damaging the files in the storage card.

1. From the Home screen, tap 3 Settings > Storage.

2. Tap Unmount SD card.
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F = Make sure to unmount your microSD card before removing it.

= After removing your microSD card, don’t misplace or throw away the tray.

1. Hold the phone face up so that the microSD card won't fall out when you open the tray.

2. Insertyour fingernail in the small groove on the microSD slot, and then pull the microSD
tray out.

3. Remove the microSD card from the tray.
4. Toreinsert the microSD tray, center it first in the slot, and then slide it all the way in.

5. Pressonthe cover that’s attached to the tray. Make sure the cover doesn’t protrude from the
side to ensure that it's closed evenly and firmly.
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Before you turn on and start using HTC Butterfly 3, it is recommended that you charge the battery.

F = Ifthe battery has been discharged for several days, you may need to charge HTC Butterfly 3 for
several minutes before powering it on.

= Use only the adapter and the USB cable that came with HTC Butterfly 3 to charge the battery.
When the battery power is too low, make sure to use the power adapter to charge, not the USB
cable connection with your computer.

1. Insertthe small end of the USB cable into the USB connector.

2. Insertthe other end of the USB cable into the power adapter.

3. Plugin the power adapter to an electrical outlet to start charging the battery.

\ = Asasafety precaution, the battery may stop charging to avoid overheating.
= Avoid charging the battery in hot environments.

= When you're using the web browser and charging the battery, HTC Butterfly 3 may become
warmer. This is normal.

= To conserve energy, unplug the power adapter from the electrical outlet after you finish
charging.

Press the POWER button until HTC Butterfly 3 vibrates.

\ When you turn on HTC Butterfly 3 for the first time, you’ll need to set it up.

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Phone setup and transfer

When you switch on HTC Butterfly 3 for the first time, you’ll be asked to set it up.

You can enable TalkBack to navigate by voice feedback before selecting the language. Press and

hold two fingers on the screen until you hear a message saying that accessibility mode is enabled.

Walk through the on-device setup to choose your Internet connection, sign in to your accounts, set

up your screen lock, and more.

During the setup, there are different ways you can choose to transfer or restore content to

HTC Butterfly 3. It is recommended to choose just one of the following methods to avoid
overwriting content that has already been imported to HTC Butterfly 3:

Use Google” backup if you've used it to back up your old phone before and you only need to
restore apps and no other types of content. On the Get your apps & data screen, choose your
old phone and the apps you want to restore to HTC Butterfly 3.

If you have other types of content to transfer or restore from your old phone, tap Restore
from this backup, and then select Set up as new device.

Use HTC Backup to restore a previous backup from your cloud storage. On the HTC
Advantage screen, sign in with the account credentials that you used as your HTC Account.
Or you can tap Restore from HTC Backup on the Transfer or restore content screen.

If you have content from another phone that you want to transfer, whether it’s from an
Android™, iPhone, or other phone, tap Transfer content on the Transfer or restore content
screen.

Some features that need to connect to the Internet such as location-based services and auto-sync

of your online accounts may incur extra data fees. To avoid incurring data fees, disable these

features under Settings. For more information on location services, see Turning location

services on or off on page 197.
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If you used HTC Backup before, you can restore a previous backup when you turn HTC Butterfly 3
on for the first time or after a factory reset.

Depending on the amount of content, restoring a backup to HTC Butterfly 3 through your data
connection may incur additional data costs and take a long time. Using a Wi-Fi® connection is
recommended.

1. From the Add your account screen, sign in to your Google Account.

2. Ifyousee the Get your apps & data screen, tap Restore from this backup, and then select Set
up as new device.

You'll see this screen when you've previously backed up an old phone using Google backup. Do
not restore anything from Google backup when you want to restore a backup from HTC Backup.

3. Onthe HTC Advantage screen, sign in with the account credentials that you used as your
HTC Account.

Or if you skipped this screen, tap Restore from HTC Backup on the Transfer or restore
content screen, and then sign in with the account credentials that you used as your HTC
Account.

4. Choose the backup that you want to restore to HTC Butterfly 3.

5. Ifprompted, choose whether to use your mobile data or Wi-Fi connection for restoring your
backup.

6. Follow the onscreen instructions to restore your backup and to continue setting up your
phone.

7. Slide open the Notifications panel to check if there’s any notification to finish setting up your
phone.

Free apps from Google Play™ will be restored in the background, and you can track the progress via a
notification in the status bar. To restore paid apps, you need to download and install them from
Google Play.

Your apps will appear on the Apps screen as they are installed. The Apps and Home screen shortcuts
will be reorganized as in your backup after all of your apps have been installed. You may continue
using HTC Butterfly 3 while apps are being restored.
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On your old Android phone, download the HTC Transfer Tool and use it to transfer your content to
HTC Butterfly 3.

The types of locally stored content on your old phone that the HTC Transfer Tool can transfer
include contacts, messages, calendar events, music, photos, videos, and some settings. More types of
data such as call histories, email accounts, and some HTC app settings can be transferred from HTC
phones that have HTC Sense™ 5.5 or higher.

F * You need Android version 2.2 or later to use the HTC Transfer Tool on your old phone.

» Ifyour old phone has Android version 2.1 or an earlier version, you need to use Bluetooth®
transfer. For details, see Transferring contacts from your old phone through Bluetooth on page
24,

1. From the Home screen, tap B> Settings > Get content from another phone.
Choose whether to transfer from an HTC Android phone or other Android phone.

Tap Full transfer, and then tap Next.

Follow the steps shown on HTC Butterfly 3 to download the HTC Transfer Tool from
Google Play to your old phone, install it, and open the tool.

5. When you see a PIN on your old phone, make sure the same PIN also appears on
HTC Butterfly 3 before you continue.

If the PIN code doesn’t appear, tap Retry on your old phone. If it still won’t appear, this may
mean that your old phone is unable to connect to HTC Butterfly 3. When this happens, try
another transfer method.

6. Tap Confirm on your old phone.

7. Onyour old phone, choose the types of content you want to transfer, tap Transfer, and then
tap Yes.

8. Onyour old phone, read the onscreen message, and then tap Yes.
9. Wait for the transfer to finish.

10. Tap Done on both phones.
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If you have an iPhone, there are 3 easy ways to transfer your contacts, messages, and other content
to HTC Butterfly 3.

Back up and restore iPhone content through iCloud. To find out how, see Transferring
iPhone content through iCloud on page 24.

Back up iPhone content using iTunes on your computer, and then use HTC Sync Manager to
transfer the content to HTC Butterfly 3. For details, see Transferring iPhone content and
apps to your HTC phone on page 148.

If you only need to copy your contacts, you can use Bluetooth transfer. For details, see
Transferring contacts from your old phone through Bluetooth on page 24.

If you have an iCloud account, sync iPhone content to your iCloud storage, and then transfer the
content to HTC Butterfly 3. You can transfer the following types of content from iCloud: contacts,
bookmarks, text messages, messages from iMessage, calendar events, and photos.

From the Home screen, tap B> Settings > Get content from another phone.

Tap iPhone > Import from iCloud backup.

Follow the steps shown onscreen to back up your iPhone content to your iCloud storage.
Enter your iCloud email address and password, and then tap Sign in.

Choose the iPhone backup that you want to transfer to HTC Butterfly 3, and then tap Next.
Choose the types of content you want to transfer, and then tap Import.

Wait for the transfer to finish, and then tap Done.

Only some contact details can be transferred, such as the contact name, photo, postal address,
email address, birthdate, anniversary date, and notes.

Use Bluetooth if you only need to transfer contacts from an iPhone, a phone that has Android

version 2.1 (or earlier version), or other types of phones.

From the Home screen, tap > Settings > Get content from another phone.
Choose whether to transfer from an Android phone, iPhone, or other phone types.
If you chose to transfer from an Android phone, tap Quick transfer.

Or to transfer from iPhone, tap Transfer contacts over Bluetooth.

5. Follow the onscreen instructions on your old and new phones to pair them and start the data

transfer.

\ = Depending on the capabilities of your old phone, you may be able to transfer not only contacts

but also other data such as calendar events and text messages through Bluetooth.

= Use your iCloud storage or HTC Sync Manager to transfer more types of content from an

iPhone.

Use HTC Sync Manager to sync contacts, documents, playlists, and more
between HTC Butterfly 3 and your computer running a Windows® or OS X
operating system.

You can also use it to transfer your iTunes backup that contains contacts,
messages, and other content from an iPhone from your computer to
HTC Butterfly 3.

Google contacts are imported to HTC Butterfly 3 after you sign in to your
Google Account. You can also create more Google contacts right from
HTC Butterfly 3.

Log in to your favorite social networks to sync contact information from
them.

HTC Butterfly 3 syncs your work contacts from the Microsoft Exchange
ActiveSync Server in your workplace.

Sync personal contacts from your Microsoft Outlook.com account.

You can create contacts locally on HTC Butterfly 3, if you don't prefer to
store them on your online accounts.

Copy all your nano SIM contacts to HTC Butterfly 3.
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Here are ways you can transfer your media from or to your computer.

= Connect HTC Butterfly 3 to your computer. Your computer will recognize it just like any
removable USB drive, and you can copy your media between them.

» Download and use the HTC Sync Manager software on your computer. You can set it up to
automatically get music, photos, and videos off HTC Butterfly 3 to your computer. You can
also sync playlists from your computer to the phone.

If you have an iPhone, you can also connect it and transfer camera roll photos to your
computer using HTC Sync Manager. Then reconnect HTC Butterfly 3 and copy them over.

= Use cloud storage services to put your media in one place so you can manage them anywhere
—on your computer, HTC Butterfly 3, and other mobile devices.

In the Quick Settings panel, easily turn settings such as Wi-Fi and Bluetooth on or off.
1. Do any of the following:

=  With two fingers, swipe down from the status bar.

=  Swipe down twice from the status bar.
2. Toturn asetting on or off, just tap its tile.

3. Tochange the options for a setting, press and hold its tile. Or tap ***.
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You can remove, replace, or rearrange the tiles in Quick Settings.

1. With two fingers, swipe down from the top of the screen to open Quick Settings.

2. Tap B and do one of the following:

= Inthe Quick Settings list, press and hold = next to the item you want to move and drag
it to rearrange the list.

= Under Hidden items, press and hold = and drag it up to make it available in Quick
Settings.

There is a limit to the number of tiles that can be shown in Quick Settings. You may need to
remove an existing item to make space for another one. To remove an item, drag it below Hidden
items.
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Want to change the ringtone, set up a Wi-Fi connection, or add your accounts? Do this and more in
Settings.

1. Open Settings either from the Quick Settings panel or the Apps screen.

= With two fingers, swipe down from the status bar to open Quick Settings, and then tap

= From the Home screen, tap :3% to switch to the Apps screen, and then tap Settings.
2. Here are some of the basic settings you can change:

= Tap the On/Off switch next to an item such as Wi-Fi to turn it on or off. Tap the item
itself to configure its settings.

= Tap Sound & notification to set a ringtone, choose a sound profile, and configure
incoming call sound settings.

= Tap Personalize to change the wallpaper, add apps and widgets to the Home screen,
and more.

= Tap Accounts & sync to add and sign in to your different accounts, such as email, social
networks, and more.

= Tap Security to help secure HTC Butterfly 3, for example with a screen lock.

@ Tap Q in Settings to quickly find options and settings.

HTC Butterfly 3 can check and notify you if there’s a new update available.

Updates for some HTC apps and features, such as HTC Sense Home, may be downloaded and
installed from Google Play. See Installing app updates from Google Play on page 29 for details.

Before installing a system software update, you can check first what Android and HTC Sense
versions you have on your phone.

1. From the Home screen, tap B> Settings > About.

2. Tap Software information.

You can choose to automatically download and install software updates for HTC or mobile operator
apps.

1. From the Home screen, tap BE Settings > About.

2. Tap Software updates.
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3. Tosave on data usage, you can choose to update through Wi-Fi only.
4. Choose whether to auto-download system updates, app updates, or both.

App updates are installed automatically. You'll still need to confirm when to install system
software updates.

When HTC Butterfly 3 is connected to the Internet and there’s a new software update available, the
update notification icon @') appears in the status bar.

1. Slide the Notifications panel open, and then tap the system update notification.

2. Ifyoudon’t want to download the update using your data connection, select Update over
Wi-Fi only.

3. Tap Download.

4. When download is complete, select Install now, and then tap OK.

After updating, HTC Butterfly 3 will restart.

When Internet connection is on and there’s an available update for your HTC or mobile operator
apps, the update notification icon ® appears in the status bar.

1. Slide the Notifications panel open, and then tap the update notification.
The Updates screen opens with the list of application updates to be installed.
2. Tap anitem to view its details, and then tap O .

3. When you're done reviewing the updates, tap Install. You'll be asked to restart
HTC Butterfly 3 if needed.

Some HTC apps and third-party apps get updated with improvements and bug fixes through
Google Play. You can manually update apps or set your phone to automatically download and install
app updates when available.

1. From the Home screen, tap ;3 and then find and tap Play Store.
2. Tap = to open the slideout menu.
3. Tap My apps.
You'll see alist of apps installed on your phone.
4. Under Updates, tap an app.
5. Tap Update.

6. Tap Accept.

In Play Store, tap = > Settings > Auto-update apps to choose how you want Google Play to
=  update your apps.
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1. From the Home screen, tap 33 Settings > About.

2. Tap Software updates. HTC Butterfly 3 checks if updates are available.

If you don’t have Internet connection, you'll be prompted to turn on mobile data or connect to a
Wi-Fi network. Once connected, tap Check now to check for updates.

Google Play is the place to go to find new apps for HTC Butterfly 3. Choose from a wide variety of
free and paid apps ranging from productivity apps, entertainment, to games.

\ * Youneed a Google Wallet™ account to buy paid apps or to make in-app purchases. If you already
have a Google Account, just add Google Wallet by signing in with your existing username and
password at wallet.google.com.

= The name of the Play Store app may differ depending on your region.

= The ability to purchase apps varies by region.

When you install apps and use them on HTC Butterfly 3, they may require access to your personal
information or access to certain functions or settings. Download and install only apps that you trust.

Be cautious when downloading apps that have access to functions or a significant amount of your
data on HTC Butterfly 3. You’re responsible for the results of using downloaded apps.

Restore apps that you
previously downloaded.

3. Tap My apps, swipe to the All tab, and then tap the app you want to restore.

Install the app.

You can download apps directly from websites.

F = Apps downloaded from websites can be from unknown sources. To help protect HTC Butterfly 3
and your personal data, we strongly recommend that you only download from websites you
trust.

= Before you can install the downloaded app, make sure that you've set HTC Butterfly 3 to allow
installation of third-party apps in Settings > Security > Unknown sources.

1. Open the browser, and then go to the website where you can download the app you want.

2. Follow the website’s download instructions for the app.

After installing the app, make sure to go back to Settings > Security and clear the Unknown
sources option.

If you no longer need an app that you've downloaded and installed, you can uninstall it.
F Most of the preloaded apps cannot be uninstalled.

From the Apps screen, press and hold the app you want to remove, and then drag it to Uninstall.

If you purchased an app in Play Store, you can uninstall it for a refund within a limited time. To
know more about the refund policy for paid apps, refer to the Google Play help.
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HTC Butterfly 3 has an IP Code of IP57. The phone meets this standard under the condition that the
nano SIM and microSD covers are closed tightly.

That means:

= The phone can continue to operate after it has been gently immersed in plain tap water at
room temperature, within 1 meter deep for no more than 30 minutes.

=  You can make and receive calls, even with wet hands and without an umbrella, under
moderate rain.

= Ifthe phone accidentally gets in contact with sea water, soapy water, or other liquids, you can
rinse it with a low flow of plain tap water.

HTC Butterfly 3 must not be exposed to non-fresh water, high water pressure, or sand since these
may cause overheating, electric shock, or damage to the phone. For usage precautions and tips on
care and maintenance, see Important: Do’s and don'ts on page 32 and Care and maintenance tips
on page 33. Also make sure to read the Safety guide that comes with your phone.

Before use

Make sure the nano SIM and microSD trays are inserted into the slots securely and their covers are
closed tightly. For instructions, see Inserting a nano SIM card on page 15 and Inserting the microSD
card on page 17.

= Never attempt to insert or remove the nano SIM and microSD trays with gloves, wet hands,
or when the phone is wet.

= Before closing the covers, wipe off every drop of water or dirt with a clean, dry cloth.

= When closing the covers, make sure that no hairs, fibers, or small particles are caught
between the covers and the slot openings to prevent water from seeping through the gaps and
entering the phone.

Under moderate rain, you can make or receive calls with wet hands and without an umbrella. To be
specific, the rainfall’s precipitation rate must be within 20 mm/hour.

You can make or receive calls while holding the phone with wet hands, such as when you're in the
bathroom or kitchen. Be reminded about the following:

= Don’t hold the phone directly under the shower spray since it is not designed to withstand
high water pressure.

= Don’timmerse the phone in a hot tub.

= Avoid leaving the phone in humid places such as the bathroom or kitchen for too long since it
is not moisture-proof.

X Keep the phone away from sand. Sound volume may decrease if sand gets into the
earpiece, microphone, or speakers. If sand gets inside the phone, this may cause
overheating or a fault.

Don't plug in your headset when the headset jack has been exposed to water, dust, or other particles.

Don't charge the battery while the phone is wet. Also, the power adapter and accessories are not
water resistant. Never use them in wet areas such as in the bathroom or kitchen since contact with
water may cause malfunction, electric shock, or other hazards.

Cleaning

If the USB port and headset jack have had contact with salt water, liquid chemicals, dust, or other
contaminants, immediately rinse using fresh water. These contaminants may damage the connector

pins.

= Before rinsing, make sure the nano SIM and microSD covers are properly closed. See
Inserting anano SIM card on page 15 and Inserting the microSD card on page 17.

=  While rinsing, don't press on the covers to avoid having gaps around the covers which may
allow water to seep through the gaps.

= Hold the phone at a distance of about 10 cm under a faucet or showerhead and rinse using a
low flow of water. To be specific, the water flow must be less than 6 liter/minute at a room
temperature of 5°C to 35°C.

= Rinse the phone by hand only. Don't use a brush or sponge.
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From time to time, clean the USB port and headset jack with dry cotton swabs to avoid having soiled

connectors which may affect the cable connection. Wipe gently with care to prevent deforming the

connectors.

Drying

After HTC Butterfly 3 gets wet, drain the water off the phone to avoid getting your clothes or bag
wet. Also, the sound volume of the earpiece, speakers, and microphone may be less audible if these

parts are not dried well.

Wipe off the water from the phone with a clean, dry cloth.

The display may not respond accurately to touch gestures when it’s wet. For the touch screen
and lenses, wipe with a soft dry cloth such as a microfiber cloth that will not scratch the
surface.

To drain water off the USB port and headset jack, hold the phone firmly and shake off the
water from each port.

Also make sure to shake off the water if it gets into the gaps around the POWER and
VOLUME buttons or into the earpiece, speakers, or microphone. Don't use cotton swabs to
wipe the earpiece, speakers, and microphone.

After shaking off the water, leave the phone at room temperature for 3 hours or so to let it dry
completely.

Moisture may remain even after shaking off the water. This does not affect usage, but it's best to

keep the phone away from humid places to let the phone dry.

If condensation forms inside the display such as when there’s a drastic change in temperature, place

the phone at room temperature until condensation disappears.

Other tips

Avoid storing the phone while it's wet. Water drops may turn to frost in cold climates.

Avoid leaving the phone inside your bag or pocket for a long time since moisture may
accumulate on the phone.

Don't use the phone near hot splashing water or near hot air such as a hair dryer.

Don't place the phone where it gets extremely hot or cold such as near a stove or inside a
refrigerator.
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= Don'tleave the phone in places subject to direct sunlight such as in a car and in places that
are extremely hot, cold, humid, or dusty to avoid possible overheating, deformation, or fault.

= Parts that maintain waterproof protection such as the nano SIM and microSD covers may
degrade over time. If these parts degrade or get damaged, the phone will no longer be
waterproof. If this happens, contact your retail store or mobile operator. You may be charged

for parts replacement.

3. Point the camera at what you want to capture. The camera adjusts the focus automatically as

you move it.

To get better captures with the Camera app, here are some tips on what to do while taking your
shots.

Improving focus and sharpness

= HTC Butterfly 3 has autofocus, which works best on a subject that is not moving too much.
To change the focus, on the Viewfinder, tap the subject you want to focus on.

= Ifthe subject is moving, on the Viewfinder, press and hold the subject to lock the focus.

* You can set the sharpness before taking a photo in the Camera settings, or manually adjust
the sharpness of a photo in Photo Editor.

Focus on an object with a neutral tone for a balanced exposure. Keep in mind that tapping on
another object may shift the focus from your subject.

= Ifyou are using the default settings and the photo still appears too dark, switch to Night
scene, but place HTC Butterfly 3 on a level surface to keep it steady.
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= Ifthere are parts of the image that are in shadows and others are in highlights, use HDR to
capture multiple shots of different exposures and combine them into one shot. Keep
HTC Butterfly 3 steady or place it on a level surface when using HDR.

= When taking a panoramic photo, consider the whole scene and focus on an object that has a
neutral tone to help keep the exposure balanced in the composite image.

Other tips
= In Camera settings, tap Grid to help frame the subject better or improve the composition.

= Iftaking photos under fluorescent or incandescent bulbs and the subject appears to be off-
color, tap AWB, and then choose a white balance setting. Check the image on the Viewfinder
and select the option that displays the closest color to the natural color of the subject.

= In Camera settings, you can tap Image adjustments and adjust the contrast, saturation, and
sharpness before taking the photo.

= After capturing the photo, you can fine-tune the contrast, brightness, and other settings in
Photo Editor.

=  Duo Effects may not work on a close-up shot or on a photo that has the subject too close to
the background. When taking the shot, mind the distance between the camera and your
subject, as well as the distance between your subject and your background.

= Still life photography looks great with Dimension Plus™ post processing. If you'll use
Dimension Plus, however, you can arrange your subject and background to be closer together
and the distance between your camera and subject can be at least 20 centimeters.

= Duo Effects will not work on burst shots, zoomed photos, or cropped photos.

It reduces the usage of phone features that drain
the battery such as the display and data connection.

If you want to choose which phone features to conserve power for, tap Power saver.

If power saver mode’s Data connection option is selected, HTC Butterfly 3 automatically

disconnects from the mobile network after 15 minutes when the screen is off and the data

connection is idle (no download activity, streaming, or data usage). It reconnects and then
disconnects periodically when the data connection is idle to save battery power.

Keep in mind though that the Sleep mode option for the data connection in Settings > Power,
when enabled, overrides power saver mode.

In times when you don’t need to use much of your phone, turn Extreme power saving mode on to
extend battery life longer. In this mode, standby time can last longer than usual, and you can only
use the most basic functions such as phone calls, text messaging, and email.

2. Tap the Extreme power saving mode On/Off switch to turn extreme power saving mode on
or off.

If you want to set when to automatically switch this mode on, tap Extreme power saving
mode and select a battery level.

HTC Butterfly 3 power management helps to increase battery life.

If you like more control by tweaking settings on your own, try out some of these battery saving tips.

Check your battery usage

Monitoring your battery usage helps you identify what'’s using the most power so you can choose
what to do about it. For details, see Checking battery usage on page 134.

Manage your connections
= Turn off wireless connections such as mobile data, Wi-Fi, or Bluetooth when not in use.

= Turn GPS on only when a precise location is needed, such as while using navigation or
location-based apps. See Turning location services on or off on page 197.
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If the Sleep mode option in Settings > Power is enabled, at low peak times, your phone will
turn off the data connection after the screen has been off for 15 minutes and there’s no
network activity (no downloads, streaming, or data usage). The data connection resumes
when you switch the screen back on.

Turn on Airplane mode when you don’t need any wireless connections and you don’t want to

receive calls or messages.

Manage your display

Lowering the brightness, letting the display sleep when not in use, and keeping it simple helps save

battery power.

Use automatic brightness (the default), or manually lower the brightness.
Set the screen timeout to a shorter time.

Don't use a live wallpaper for your Home screen. Animation effects are nice to show off to
other people but they drain your battery.

Changing your wallpaper to a plain, black background can also help a little. The less color is
displayed, the less battery is used.

For more details, see Settings and security on page 197 and Personalizing on page 62.

Manage your apps

Install the latest software and application updates. Updates sometimes include battery
performance improvements.

Uninstall or disable apps that you never use.

Many apps run processes or sync data in the background even when you're not using them. If
there are apps that you don’t need anymore, uninstall them.

If an app came preloaded and can’t be uninstalled, disabling the app can still prevent it from
continuously running or syncing data. See Disabling an app on page 201.

Limit background data and sync

Background data and sync can use a lot of battery power if you have many apps syncing data in the
background. It’s recommended not to let apps sync data too often. Determine which apps can be set

with longer sync times, or sync manually.

In Settings, tap Accounts & sync and check what types of data are being synced in your
online accounts. When the battery is starting to run low, temporarily disable syncing some
data.

If you have many email accounts, consider prolonging the sync time of some accounts.

In the Mail app, select an account, tap i > Settings > Sync, Send & Receive, and then adjust
the settings under Sync schedule.

When you’re not traveling from one place to another, sync weather updates of only your
current location, rather than in all of your named cities. Open the Weather app, and then tap
! toeditand remove unneeded cities.
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=  Choose widgets wisely.

Some widgets constantly sync data. Consider removing the ones that are not important from
your Home screen.

= InDPlay Store, tap = > Settings, and then clear Add icon to Home screen to avoid
automatically adding Home screen app shortcuts whenever you've installed new apps. Also
tap Auto-update apps > Do not auto-update apps if you're fine with updating apps from
Play Store manually.

Other tips
To squeeze in a little bit more battery power, try these tips:
=  Tone down the ringtone and media volume.

= Minimize the use of vibration or sound feedback. In Settings, tap Sound & notification and
choose which ones you don’t need and can disable.

= Checkyour apps’ settings as you may find more options to optimize the battery.

Want to know what types of storage you can use for your apps, data, and files?

HTC Butterfly 3 has these storage types:

Phone This storage combines both the internal storage, where apps, email, data, and text
storage messages are stored, and the file storage, where photos, videos, and music files are
kept.

Storage Use a storage card for storing more files. You can also set some apps to store data or

card files directly to the card.
USB When you plug in an external USB storage device (such as a USB flash drive or an SD

You can also open PDFs and edit Office
documents.

You need a special cable to connect HTC Butterfly 3 and a USB storage device.
HTC Butterfly 3 supports USB storage devices (except portable hard drives) up to 128
GB.

= After taking continuous camera shots, keep only the best shot. Discard the rest, if you don’t
need them.

= After editing a photo or trimming a video, the original file is kept. Delete original files or
move them elsewhere, such as to your computer.

= Ifyou're only sending videos through MMS, use a lower resolution. Hi-res video takes up
more space. In Camera settings, tap Video Quality to change the resolution.

Remove unused themes

Themes can quickly consume up storage space because themes can include images, sounds and
icons. Remove themes you're not using. See Deleting a theme on page 64.

Back up data and files

Keep only the most recent data in your apps and files that you often need to use. You can back up
your other data and files. For some tips, see Ways of backing up files, data, and settings on page 142.

Disable some apps

HTC Sync Manager

Use HTC Sync Manager to import music, photos, and videos from HTC Butterfly 3 to your
computer. You can also sync locally stored contacts, calendar events, bookmarks, and playlists
between HTC Butterfly 3 and your computer.

Likewise, HTC Sync Manager is a good alternative if you don't want to back up your accounts,
settings, and other personal content to the cloud. You can use it to create backups of
HTC Butterfly 3 on your computer.

Other backup options
If you want, you can separately back up your data or files.

Some apps allow you to back up data to the phone storage or storage card so you can easily restore
them after a factory reset. Just make sure not to erase the phone storage or storage card when you
do a factory reset.

F = Moving apps to the storage card doesn’t back up the apps. If you do a factory reset, your phone
loses the apps. You'll need to reinstall them.

= When you remove the storage card and insert it in another phone, the apps on the storage card
won't be installed automatically to the other phone.

settings Home screen layout, and ringtones.

Accounts and HTC Backup stores the login credentials for many popular email and

passwords social network accounts, such as Exchange ActiveSync, Outlook.com, and
POP/IMAP.

Apps and settings These include your contacts stored on HTC Butterfly 3, text messages,

call history, web bookmarks, Wi-Fi networks, free apps you've installed,
grid size and sort order on the Apps screen, and more.

Backing up HTC Butterfly 3 to Google Drive

Turn on HTC Backup to do a daily backup of your phone over Wi-Fi. Turn it on by selecting Back up
phone daily while doing the on-device setup. If you didn't do so, use the HTC Backup app.

Depending on the amount of content, doing a manual backup through data connection may incur
additional data costs and take a long time. Using a Wi-Fi connection is recommended.
