Insert the SIM card

Your Signature Touch phone is equipped to work with a nanoSIM card.

0 Important: Do not attempt to insert another type of SIM as this will not be compatible and may
damage the cavity.

To avoid damaging the SIM card or your phone, follow these steps carefully:

1. The back plate is made up of two doors. To access the nanoSIM cavity, pull out the quarter turn
and rotate it clockwise. This opens the door on the left.

Access external memory card

You can expand the memory capacity of your phone using a removable microSD card.

0 Important: Do not attempt to insert another type of memory card as this will not be compatible and
may damage the cavity.

To avoid damaging the microSD card or your phone, follow these steps carefully:

1. Rotate the quarter turn anti-clockwise until the right door opens.

Charge the phone

The internal battery needs activating prior to first use, and itis recommended to charge the battery at this
point as it may not have been supplied with a full charge. Connect the supplied USB data cable into the
charging port on the side of the phone. Then connect the other end of the cable to the USB port on your
Vertu mains charger.

0 Important: Use only chargers, cables and accessories supplied by Vertu.

If the phone indicates a low charge, do the following:

1. Connect the supplied wall charger to the wall outlet and then insert the microUSB connector into
your phone.

2. When the battery is fully charged, disconnect the charger from the phone and then from the wall
outlet.

Note:

« You can use the phone while itis charging.

« Ifthe battery is completely discharged, it may take several minutes before the charging indicator is
displayed or before you can make any calls.

« The phone cannot be activated using the Vertu Wireless Powerpack.

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Other ways to charge the battery

You can also charge your phone by connecting it to your computer using the USB cable, or by placing it on
the optional Vertu Wireless Charging Pad.

Note: Your phone charges quicker when connected to the wall charger.

Battery Saver mode

If the battery is running low and you are unable to charge your Signature Touch, you can use the Battery
Saver feature. This extends battery life by limiting your device's power consumption. Your phone's
performance is reduced when Battery Saver is switched on, and email and other apps may not update
until you open them.

To enable Battery Saver, touch E Apps > 0 Settings > Battery > 5 > Battery Saver.

When Battery Saver is enabled, ﬁ displays on the status bar. Battery Saver automatically turns off when
you charge the phone.

You can also set up your Signature Touch to automatically switch on Battery Saver when the battery

charge drops below 15% or 5%. To enable automatic Battery Saver, touch E Apps > 0 Settings >

Battery > $ > Battery Saver > Turn on automatically.

Switch the phone on or off

Switch on: Press and hold the Power key until the phone vibrates.
Switch off: Press and hold the Power key, and then touch Power off.

In the unlikely event that your phone stops responding, reboot it. To reboot, press and hold the Power
and Volume Down keys, at the same time, until the phone vibrates. This takes approximately 10 seconds.

Note: Always remember to power off your phone before removing and inserting a SIM card. This action
willensure that your network connectivity is restored.

Start-up process

1 Wi-Fi setup and Google registration

To connect to Wi-Fiand register with Google:
1. Pressand hold the Power key for a few seconds until you feel your phone vibrate.
2. Scrollto your preferred language and touch the arrow.

3. Selecta Wi-Finetwork from the displayed list. You can choose to Skip this step.

Enter the wireless password when prompted, and then touch CONNECT. If you can see a Wi-Fi
symbol on the top line of your display, the password is accepted.

Note: If you are using domestic Wi-Fi, the password is usually found on the back of the router.
Touch Next to continue.

Note: If you have been using an Android device with NF C capability, you can use Tap & Go to
import your previous setup onto your new Signature Touch. Simply turn on NFC on your Android
device then touch the backs of both phones together untilyou hear an alert tone. Once the alert
has sounded follow the instructions on your Android to allow the Bluetooth data transfer.

Sign in to your Google account, or create a new account if you do not have one.

Enter the preferred payment options for your Google account, when prompted. This enables you
to make purchases from Google Play™. If you do not want to do this now, touch Remind Me Later.

If you saved your previous Android setup, you can import this setup to your Signature Touch. You
can do this either by using a previously backed up Google account, or by using the Tap & Go
feature if your Android device has NF C capability.

Check which Google services are enabled. You can disable any services you do not need.
Touch Next to continue.

Choose whether or not to accept Google Now. This is a customised information feed to help you
plan your day.

This completes Wi-Fisetup and Google registration.

2 Vertu registration

If you are a new Vertu customer you will be asked to create a Vertu account. If you already own a Vertu
phone you can simply log in to your existing account with your Vertu username and password.

Completing Vertu registration will give you access to unique privileges and benefits relevant to you.

Status information, such as time, network signal strength and battery levelindicator, is displayed at the top
right of the screen.

Any notifications, such as new messages or calendar appointments, are displayed in the top left of the
screen. To see your notifications, touch the bar and drag down. Touch a notification to open it.

You can also quickly control your Wi-Fi, Bluetooth, GPS, mobile data, USB connectivity and display
options from the status and notification bar.

Touch f2YHome to close the status notification bar.

Notifications

Clock widget
The clock widget on the home screen displays the following information:
« Analogue clock with a digital date indicator
o Alarmssetfor the next 12 hours
« Free and busy periods, taken from the calendar, around the clock bezel

« Localtime. If you are roaming, the clock displays both the local time and the time at your home
location.

« Periods of silence for when you do not want to be disturbed by notifications. These periods appear
asared rim on the clock widget.

« Periods of priority for when you only want to be disturbed by priority notifications. These periods
appear as a grey rim on the clock widget.

To set an alarm, touch the centre of the clock.

To display an appointment, touch the edge of the clock and then touch the pop-up to open the
appointment. To clear the appointment, touch the screen.

Add widgets to the home screen
Widgets are apps that provide live content such as news, weather forecasts and messages.
To add widgets to the home screen:

1. Touch and hold an empty spot on the home screen and touch WIDGETS.

2. Toselectawidget, touch and hold it, and then drag it to the home screen.

Sharing your Signature Touch
You can easily share your Signature Touch with others without revealing your personal information by

using the Multiple User feature. Simply swipe down from the locked display, touch the e on the top-right
corner and then select Add guest. Under this profile, the SMS Message function will be disabled and the
Guest will not be able to access your messages, contacts, photos or installed applications. The voice call
function is disabled but can be enabled if you so choose.

Torevert back to your own user profile, simply follow the same steps and select your personal profile.

To paste the text,
touch the point where you wish to insert it, and touch the tab that appears. Then touch Paste.

Predictive text

Predictive text input is based on a built-in dictionary to which you can add new words. Itis not available in
alllanguages, and is active by default. As you start typing a word, your phone suggests possible words for
you to choose. When the correct word is displayed, touch the word. If the word is not in the dictionary, the
phone suggests an alternative word from the dictionary. To add a new word to the dictionary, touch the
word you have typed.

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Gesture typing

For many languages, your phone lets you spell out words by sliding a finger tip across the keyboard. As
you move between keys, your movements are traced by a blue trail across the keyboard and the word
you have spelt out appears in the middle of the strip above the keyboard. To end a word and insert a
space, lift your finger. The phone automatically inserts spaces between words.

To view your dictionaries, touch E Apps > 0 Settings > Language & input > Personal dictionary.

Touch +to add words to your dictionary.

Change the keyboard language

To change the language on your keyboard, touch EApps > 0 Settings > Language & inputand
select another option from Keyboard & input methods.

If you change the keyboard language and you want to be able to use spelicheck for the new language,
you must install an additional keyboard dictionary.

Listen to your voicemail

You can divert your incoming calls to your voicemail (network service). Also, people can leave you a
message, for example, when you have not answered the call.

To listen to your voicemail messages, from the home screen touch o Phone, and then touch and hold 1
on the dial pad.

Divert calls to another number

If you cannot answer your calls, you can divert incoming calls to another phone number.

From the home screen, touch o Phone > 5 > Settings > Call Settings > Call forwarding.
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Several diverting options, such as Forward when busy and Forward when unanswered can be active at
the same time.

Note: Call divert is a network service. For details, contact your service provider.

Make a conference call

To start a conference call:

1. Callthefirstnumber.

2. After the callconnects, touch *a .
3. Dialthe next number, or select it from contacts or favourites.
4. When the next number answers, touch Merge calls.

The application scans your computer for music
files, including files in your iTunes® library, and makes any discovered tracks and albums available to you
in Play Music. If your collection can be matched to musicin Google Play Store, the tracks do not even need
to be uploaded, saving you data transfer time.

Care of your phone

Exotic leathers

Vertu recommends that you occasionally wipe the exotic leather in the direction of the scales with a slightly
damp soft cloth, avoiding excessive pressure.

« Ifyour phone accidentally gets wet, it is essential that you dry it as soon as possible with a soft,
absorbent cloth.

« Directexposure to strong light, heat and humidity should be avoided, as well as contact with items
and substances that may stain or scratch the surfaces.

« Vertu recommends that you store your handset in a pouch when notin use.

Leather

Each piece of leather used by Vertu's craftsmen is unique. The natural markings present in the hide
should be considered part of the individuality of fine leather. All leather can be damaged and should be
treated with care.

Avoid the following:
« Exposure to water and high humidity
« Dropping, rubbing or knocking on hard surfaces
« Exposure to extreme temperatures

« Contact with oily substances, make-up and solvents

Non-precious metals
Vertu metals are finished to a high standard and care needs to be taken to maintain their appearance.
Avoid the following:

« Contact with chemicals such as solvents, alkaline and acid solutions, cola-based drinks and
exposure to salt water. Wipe with a clean, soft cloth as soon as possible if contact occurs.

« Contactwith sharp objects
« Dropping or knocking against hard surfaces

o Metal polishes

Precious metals

Precious metals, such as gold and platinum, have a much softer composite and extra care must be taken
when handling a Vertu product containing these materials.
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Precious stones

Precious stones are extremely hard and durable, but can be damaged if handled inappropriately. For
example, they can be broken, or their settings could be damaged by a sharp impact on a hard surface,
causing the stone to become loose or fall out.

Care should also be taken to avoid contact with other jewellery such as diamond rings and diamond
earrings as they can cause abrasion and chipping of the stone or the setting. Reasonable care should be
taken to not catch the setting with threads that may bend the setting and loosen the stones.

We recommend that your Vertu phone is kept in a Vertu leather case when not being used, particularly
when placed in handbags and other luggage.

If the stones appear to become dull from use, the product can be lightly polished using the Vertu
microfibre polishing cloth.

Sapphire and ceramics

Sapphire and ceramics are very hard materials but are also brittle and can be scratched by harder
materials or objects. They can also be damaged if dropped.

Avoid the following:

« Contact with other hard materials such as diamond jewellery, nail files, abrasives and mineral
crystals

« Dropping or knocking the product on hard surfaces

« Repeated rubbing against hard surfaces

Safety text

The sales package may contain several different products and parts (hereafter known collectively as the

Medical considerations

The operation of radio transmitting equipment, including wireless phones, may interfere with the function
of inadequately protected medical devices. Consult a physician or the manufacturers of the medical
devices to determine whether they are adequately shielded from external RF (Radio Frequency) energy.

Manufacturers of medical devices recommend a minimum separation of 15.3 centimetres (6 inches)
between a wireless device and an implanted medical device, such as a pacemaker or implanted
cardioverter defibrillator. Persons who have such devices should also:

« Notcarrythe phone in a breast pocket.

« Holdthe phone to the ear opposite the medical device.

« Turnthe phone off if there is any reason to suspect interference.

« Follow the manufacturer’sinstructions for the implanted medical device.

If you have any questions about using your wireless device with an implanted medical device, consult your
health care provider.

To prevent possible hearing damage, do not listen at high volume levels for long
periods. When you use the headset, your ability to hear outside sounds may be

affected. Do not use the headset where it can endanger your safety. Listen to the
headset at a moderate level, and do not hold the device near your ear when the
loudspeaker is in use.

HAC Hearing Aid Compatibility (HAC) for digital handsets

Your phone complies with FCC (Federal Communications Commission) rules governing hearing aid
compatibility. Some wireless devices may interfere with some hearing aids. For full hearing aid
compatibility, you should turn off the Bluetooth connectivity.
