1.2 Buttons

The buttons you use with Neffos include virtual ones and physical ones.
Power button

+ Lock Neffos: When you are not using your phone, press the Power button to lock your phone. Locking
your phone puts the display to sleep, saves the battery and prevents unmeant operations on the
screen. You can still receive phone calls, text messages, alarms and notifications as well as listening
to music and adjusting the volume. Neffos locks the screen automatically if you do not touch it for
some time. To adjust the timing, go to '@ Settings -> Display -> Sleep.

+ Unlock Neffos: Press the Power button, then swipe the screen to unlock your phone screen. For
additional security, you can require a password to unlock you phone. Go to '© Settings -> Lock
screen -> Screen lock to choose a safe way to unlock your phone. For more information, see Lock
screen.

+ Turn Neffos on: Press and hold the Power button until your phone vibrates and the logo appears.

+ Turn Neffos off: Press and hold the Power button until a pop-up window appears and then tap Power
off.

Volume button

You can adjust the audio volume on the right side when you're on the phone or listening to songs, movies, or
other media. You can also use Volume button to take a picture or record a video. See Take a photo and Record
a video.

Home button

The Home button takes you to the Home screen and provides other convenient shortcuts.

Back button

Tap the virtual Back button to return to the previous screen, or close a dialogue box, menu, the notification
panel or onscreen keyboard.

Recent apps

Tap the Recent button to display recent apps, or tap and hold for home screen options.

1.3 Assemble your device

Remove the back cover

Hold your phone face down, put a fingernail in the bottom corner hole in the cover and pry the back cover off.
R Note: Do not bend or twist the back cover excessively in case you damage the phone.

Insert Micro SIM cards and MicroSD card (optional)

Carefully slide the cards into the card slots with the gold contacts facing down. Since your phone is a dual SIM
phone, you can use one or two SIM cards by putting them in the corresponding card slots.
A Note:

1. The device uses Micro SIM cards.

2. Ifthe cardis not inserted correctly, the phone will not detect them.

Insert the battery

Insert the battery into the opening on the back of the phone, aligning the gold contacts on the battery with the
gold contacts in your phone. Then gently press down to secure the battery.
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Replace the back cover
Align the cover and press all the way around the cover's edges, making sure it snaps into place.

1.4 Charge your device

Connect the device to a power outlet using the included USB cable and power adapter.
1. Connect the USB cable into the port.
2. Connect the USB cable to the power adapter, then plug the power adapter into a power outlet.

3. When the battery is full, unplug the power adapter from the power outlet and remove the USB cable from
your phone.

3.1 Connectto WLAN

If = appears at the top of the screen, you are connected to a Wi-Fi network. Neffos reconnects anytime you
return to the same location.

1. Swipe down from the top of any screen (except for the Lock screen) twice to open the Quick Settings
Panel.

2. Tapand hold to enter the WLAN settings.
Tap the switch to turn it on. (You can also turn Wi-Fi on in 'O Settings -> WLAN))

4. Tap an available WLAN to connect. Then enter the password if needed.

3.2 Connect to the Internet

Neffos connects to the Internet whenever necessary, using a Wi-Fi connection (if available) or your carrier’s
cellular network. For information about connecting to a Wi-Fi network, see Connect to WLAN above.

1. Swipe down from the top of any screen (except for the Lock screen) twice to open the Quick Settings
Panel.

2. Tapand hold Mobile to enter the cellular data settings.

3. Tap the switch to turn it on.

R Note:

If a Wi-Fi connection to the Internet isn't available, apps and services may transfer data over your carrier's cellular network,
which may result in additional fees. Contact your carrier for information about you cellular data plan rates.

3.3 Connect to computer

1. Connect your phone to a computer using a USB cable.
2. Onthe notification panel, tap USB for charging.

3. Select a USB connection mode (Charging/File transfers/Photo transfer (PTP)/MIDI) depending on your
needs.

3.4 Bluetooth

You can share data on your phone with other devices using Bluetooth.

1. Swipe down from the top of any screen (except for the Lock screen) twice to open the Quick Settings
Panel.
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2. Tapandhold to enter the Bluetooth settings.

3. Tapthe switch to turn it on and find the device you want to connect, then follow the pop-up prompts to
complete the connection. (You can also turn Bluetooth on in ‘© Settings -> Bluetooth.)

Rename your phone

1. Onthe Home screen, tap © Settings -> Bluetooth.
2. Tapthe switch to turn it on.

3. Tap [Hl-> Rename this device.

3.5 Tethering & portable hotspot

Use USB tethering

You can use a USB cable to share your phone’s mobile data with a computer.

1. Connect your phone to a computer using a USB cable.

2. Onthe Home screen, tap ‘© Settings -> More -> Tethering & portable hotspot.

3. Tapthe USB tethering switch to turn it on. Then you can share your phone’s mobile data with computer.

Use WLAN hotspot

You can use portable WLAN hotspot to share your phone’s mobile network with other devices.
1. Onthe Home screen, tap '© Settings -> More -> Tethering & portable hotspot.

2. Tapthe Portable WLAN hotspot switch to turn it on.

3. Tap Set up WLAN hotspot.

4. Set the WLAN name, security and password.

5. Tap SAVE to complete the settings.

Use Bluetooth tethering

You can use Bluetooth tethering to share your phone’s mobile data with other devices.
1. Pair your phone with other devices via Bluetooth.

2. Onthe Home screen, tap ‘© Settings -> More -> Tethering & portable hotspot.

3. Tap the Bluetooth tethering switch to turn it on. Then you can share your phone’s mobile data with the
connected devices.

Make an international call

3. Tap @. If your phone supports dual SIM cards, choose SIM1 or SIM2 to make a call.

Make an emergency call without SIM cards
The emergency calling mode makes dialing an emergency number a one-tap process.
1. Onthe Lock screen, tap EMERGENCY.

2. Enteran emergency number and tap @ to dial.
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Make a conference call

The conference calling enables multiple persons to talk simultaneously.
1. Call the first participant.

2. After connected, tap {i and enter another phone number.

3. When the second call is connected, the first participant will be placed on hold.

4.2 Answer &end a call

On the incoming call screen:

Answer a call: Drag right.

Reject a call: Drag left.

Quick response message: Drag upward to reject the call and select a quick response message to the
caller.

On the dialer screen, you can tap ->Settings -> Quick responses to edit the quick reponse message.

End a call: When you are ready to end a call, tap °

4.3 Options during a call

Your phone provides a variety of functions that you can use during a call.
Adjust the call volume

You can press the Volume button to increase or decrease the volume.

Listen with the speaker

You can press «) to hear the caller with the speaker.

Place a new call while in a call
You can make another call while a call is in progress.

Call Waiting

When you want to answer a new incoming call while you are calling someone, you can use Call Waiting function.

Text Messages (SMS)

The Short Messages Service (SMS) lets you send and receive text messages to and from other mobile phones.

Multimedia Messages (MMS)

The Multimedia Messaging Service (MMS) lets you send and receive multimedia messages (such as pictures,
videos, and audio messages) to and from other mobile phones.

5.2 Send & receive messages

Block unwanted messages

When you block the unwanted messages, you will continue to receive messages from this number but won't
be notified anymore.

Turn off the notification

When you turn off the notification, you will not receive any notifications when you receive messages from the
number.

Search a message
You can search the message you need by using the Message Search feature.
