e Tap = to stop running all the apps except the locked ones.

Swipe down from the top of the screen to view system notification messages and
guick settings. By tapping on a switch, you can quickly turn a number of
frequently used functions on or off.

e MIDI: Select this mode if you want MIDI-enabled applications on your
device to work with MIDI software on the computer.

Installing APK

Follow these steps:

e You need to set the device to allow installation of apps obtained from
unknown sources.
Go to Settings > Security, select Unknown sources and tap OK.

e Copy the APK file from the computer to the device in "Media device
(MTP)" mode.

e Open the apps category in the File Manager.
