Memory Card

When you subscribe to a cellular network, you are
provided with a plug-in SIM card. During activation,
your SIM card is loaded with your subscription details.

Warning: Please be careful when handling the SIM card
to avoid damaging it. Keep all SIM cards out of reach of
small children.

You can also install an optional microSD™ memory

card (not included) to add more memory space to your
device. Amemory card can be installed at any time. It is
not necessary to install it prior to using the device.

Charge the Battery

Your device is powered by a rechargeable, standard
Li-lon battery. A USB charger (charging head and USB
cable) is included with the device for charging the
battery from any standard outlet.

In this condition, your device
conserves its remaining battery power by dimming the
screen. When the battery level becomes too low, the
device automatically turns off.

» View the battery charge indicator located in the top
right corner of your device’s display. A solid color
(FI) indicates a full charge.

While charging, the device and the charger may
become hot when using wireless charging or fast
charging. This does not affect the device’s lifespan or
performance and is in the device’s normal range of
operation.

The charger may stop charging if the battery becomes
too hot.



If the device heats up while charging the battery:

check for damage to the connected USB cable.
Replace the damaged USB cable with a new

If using a wireless charger, do not place foreign
materials between the device and the wireless charger.

Micro-USB Connector

connect a Micro-USB cable (such as from your old
device) to your new device for charging with the
charging head, or for connecting to a computer.

For best results, remove eyeglasses and sunglasses.

Tinted contact
lenses and surgically repaired or replaced iris lenses
may interfere with operation of the Iris scanner.
