Here you can configure your device’s security
seftings and choose if and how you would like to unlock your phone.

Setting a screen unlock pattern

You can set a screen unlock pattern. Once the screen has locked, the pattern

you set needs to be drawn correctly in order to unlock the screen.

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Nine driver safety tips

Your wireless phone gives you the powerful ability to communicate by voice
almost anywhere, anytime. An important responsibility accompanies the
benefits of wireless phones, one that every user must uphold. When operating
a car, driving is your first responsibility. When using your wireless phone behind
the wheel of a car, when permitted by local law, practice good common sense
and remember the following tips:

1.

When available and permitted by local law, use a hands-free device. A
number of hands-free wireless phone accessories are readily available
tfoday. Whether you choose an installed mounted device for your wireless
phone or a speaker phone accessory, take advantage of these devices if
available to you.
Get to know your wireless phone and its features such as speed dial and
redial. Carefully read your instruction manual and learn fo fake
advantage of valuable features most phones offer, including automatic
redial and memory. Also, work to memorize the phone keypad so you can
use the speed dial function without taking your attention off the road.
Suspend conversations during hazardous driving conditions or situations.
Let the person you are speaking with know you are driving; if necessary;
suspend the call in heavy traffic or hazardous weather conditions. Rain,
sleet, snow, and ice can be hazardous, but so is heavy traffic. As a driver,
your first responsibility is to pay attention to the road.
Make sure you place your wireless phone within easy reach and where
you can reach it without removing your eyes from the road. If you get an
incoming call at an inconvenient time, if possible, let your voicemail
answer it for you.
Dial sensibly and assess the traffic; if possible, place calls when you are
not moving or before pulling info traffic. Try to plan your calls before you
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begin your frip or attempt to coincide your calls with times you may be at
a stop sign, red light, or otherwise stationary. But if you need to dial while
driving, follow this simple fip - dial only a few numbers, and then check the
road and your mirrors then continue.

Do not take notes or look up phone numbers while driving. If you are
reading an address book or business card, or writing a “to-do” list while
driving a car, you are not watching where you are going. Use common
sense. Do not get caught in a dangerous situation because you are
reading or writing and not paying attention to the road or nearby vehicles.
Use your wireless phone to call for help. Your wireless phone is one of the
greatest tools you can own to protect yourself and your family in
dangerous situations — with your phone at your side, help is only three
numbers away. Dial 911 or other local emergency number in the case of
fire, fraffic accident, road hazard, or medical emergency.

Do not engage in stressful or emotional conversations that may be
distracting. Stressful or emotional conversations and driving do not mix;
they are distracting and even dangerous when you are behind the wheel
of a car. Make people you are talking with aware you are driving and if
necessary, suspend conversations which have the potential to divert your
attention from the road. Call roadside assistance or a special wireless non-
emergency assisfance number when necessary. Certain situations you
encounter while driving may require attention, but are not urgent enough
fo merit a call for emergency services. But you can still use your wireless
phone to lend a hand. If you see a broken-down vehicle posing no serious
hazard, a broken traffic signal, a minor traffic accident where no one
appears injured or a vehicle you know to be stolen, call roadside
assistance or other special non-emergency wireless number. The above
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fips are meant as general guidelines. Before deciding to use your mobile
device while operating a vehicle, it is recommended that you consult your
applicable jurisdiction’s local laws or other regulations regarding such
use. Such laws or other regulations may prohibit or otherwise restrict the
manner in which a driver may use his or her phone while operating a
vehicle.

(Specific Absorption Rate)

This Model Phone Meets the Government’s Requirements for Exposure to Radio
Waves. Your wireless phone is a radio fransmitter and receiver. It is designed
and manufactured not fo exceed the emission limits for exposure to
radiofrequency (RF) energy set by the Federal Communications Commission
(FCC) of the U.S. Government. These FCC exposure limits are derived from the
recommendations of fwo expert organizations, the National Council on
Radiation Protection and Measurement (NCRP) and the Institute of Electrical
and Electronics Engineers (IEEE).

The FCC exposure limit incorporates a substantial margin
of safety to give additional protection to the public and to account for any
variations in measurements. Tests for SAR are conducted using standard
operating positions specified by the FCC with the phone transmitting at its
highest certified power level in all tested frequency bands. Although SAR is
determined at the highest certified power level, the actual SAR level of the
phone while operating can be well below the maximum value. Because the
phone is designed to operate at multiple power levels to use only the power
required to reach the network, generally, the closer you are fo a wireless base
station antenna, the lower the power output. Before a phone model is
available for sale to the public, it must be tested and certified to the FCC that
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it does not exceed the limit established by the government adopted
requirement for safe exposure. The tests are performed in positions and
locations (e.g.. at the ear and worn on the body) as required by the FCC for
each model. This device was tested for typical body-worn operations with the
back of the phone kept 0.59 inches (1.5 cm) between the user’s body and the
back of the phone. To comply with FCC RF exposure requirements, a minimum
separation distance of 0.59 inches (1.5 cm) must be maintained between the
user's body and the back of the phone. Third-party belt clips, holsters, and
similar accessories containing metallic components should not be used.

While some wireless phones are used near some hearing
devices (hearing aids and cochlear implants), users may detect a buzzing,
humming, or whining noise. Some hearing devices are more immune than
others to this interference noise, and phones also vary in the amount of
interference they generate. The wireless telephone industry has developed a
rating system for wireless phones, to assist hearing device users fo find phones
that may be compatible with their hearing devices. Not all phones have been
rated. Phones that are rated have the rating on their box or a label located on
the box. The ratings are not guarantees. Results will vary depending on the
user's hearing device and hearing loss. If your hearing device happens fo be
vulnerable fo interference, you may not be able to use a rated phone
successfully. Trying outf the phone with your hearing device is the best way to
evaluate this.
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M-Ratings: Phones rated M3 or M4 meet FCC requirements and are likely to
generate less inferference to hearing devices than phones that are not
labeled. M4 is the better/higher of the two ratings.

T-Ratings: Phones rated T3 or T4 meet FCC requirements and are likely to
generate less inferference to hearing devices than phones that are not
labeled.

In the example illustrated above, if a hearing aid meets the M2 level rating and
the wireless phone meets the M3 level rating, the sum of the two values equal
M5. This should provide the hearing-aid user with *normal usage” while using
their hearing aid with the particular wireless phone. "Normal usage” in this
context is defined as a signal quality that’s acceptable for normal operation.
The M mark is infended to be synonymous with the U mark. The T mark is
infended to be synonymous with the UT mark. The M and T marks are
recommended by the Alliance for Telecommunications Industries Solutions
(ATIS). The U and UT marks are referenced in Section 20.19 of the FCC Rules.
The HAC rating and measurement procedure are described in the American
National Standards Institute (ANSI) C63.19 standard.

When you're talking on a cell phone, it's recommended that you turn the BT

(Bluetooth) mode off for HAC.
