The previous applications in this section are preinstalled on your phone. To read
a brief introduction of the preinstalled 3rd party applications, refer to the leaflet
provided with the phone. You can also download thousands of 3rd party applications
by going to Google Play Store on your phone.

@ Application availability depends on country and operator.
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9 Google applications

Google apps are preinstalled on your phone to improve work efficiency and help you
enjoy life.

This manual briefly introduces the apps. For detailed features and user guides, refer
to related websites or the introduction provided in the apps.

You are recommended to register with a Google account to enjoy all the functions.

9.1 Gmail

As the Google's web-based email service, Gmail is configured when you first set up
your phone. With this application, you can receive and send mails, manage mails
by labels, and archive mails, etc. Mails can be automatically synchronised with your
Gmail account.

9.2 Maps

Google Maps offers satellite imagery, street maps, 360° panoramic views of streets,
real-time traffic conditions, and route planning for traveling by foot, car, or public
transportation. By using this application, you can get your own location, search for a
place, and get suggested route planning for your trips.

9.3 YouTube

YouTube is an online video-sharing application where users can upload, view, and
share videos. Available content includes video clips, TV clips, music videos, and other
content such as video blogging, short original videos, and educational videos. It
supports a streaming function that allows you to start watching videos almost as soon
as they begin downloading from the Internet.

9.4 Play Store

Serves as the official app store for the Android operating system, allowing users to
browse and download applications and games. Applications are either free of charge
or at a cost.
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In Play Store, search for the app you need, download it and then follow the installation
guide to install the app. You can also uninstall, update an app, and manage your
downloads.

9.5 Dirive

A file storage and synchronisation service created by Google, which allows users to
store files in the cloud, share and edit files.

Files in Drive are well kept and you can reach your files from any device by logging in
to your Google account. Files or folders can be shared privately with particular users
having a Google account.

9.6 Play Music

A music streaming service and online music locker operated by Google.

You can upload and listen to a large number of songs for free. In addition to offering
music streaming for Internet-connected devices, the Google Play Music app allows
music to be stored and listened to offline. Songs purchased through the Play Music
are automatically added to the user's account.

9.7 Photos

Google Photos stores and backs up your photos and videos. It also automatically
analyses photos and organises them into groups, so that you can quickly locate the
photos you need.

9.8 Keep

A note taking application developed by Google.

You can insert images, lists, and record voice in your notes, and set time or location-
based reminders for notes. Google Keep allows you to categorise notes by labels,
and notes are searchable based on their colour, whether they have reminders, audio,
images, or are lists.

To go to Settings, touch @ from the Home screen, then touch Settings.

10.1 Wireless & networks
10.1.1 Wi-Fi

Using Wi-Fi you can now surf the Internet without using your SIM card whenever you
are in range of a wireless network. The only thing you have to do is to enter the Wi-Fi
screen and configure an access point to connect your phone to the wireless network.

For detailed instructions on using Wi-Fi, refer to “6.1.2 Wi-Fi".

10.1.2 Bluetooth

Bluetooth allows your phone to exchange data (videos, images, music, etc.) within
a small range with another Bluetooth supported device (phone, computer, printer,
headset, car kit, etc.).

For more information on Bluetooth, refer to “6.3 Connecting to Bluetooth devices”.

10.1.3 Data usage

Mobile data

If you do not need to transmit data on mobile networks, turn off Cellular data to
avoid incurring significant charges for data use on local operator mobile networks,
particularly if you do not have a mobile data agreement.

Set mobile data limit

By enabling Set mobile data limit, your mobile data connection will be disabled when
the specified limit is reached. You can also choose a data usage cycle to view the
statistics and applications related to the data use of your phone.

Data usage is measured by your phone, and your operator may count
differently.
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10.1.4 More\Tethering & portable hotspot

This function allows you to share your phone's mobile data connection via USB or
as a portable Wi-Fi access point (refer to “6.5 Sharing your phone's mobile data
connection”).

10.1.5 More\VPN

A mobile virtual private network (mobile VPN or mVPN) provides mobile devices
with access to network resources and software applications on their home network,
when they connect via other wireless or wired networks. Mobile VPNs are used in
environments where workers need to keep application sessions open at all times,
throughout the working day, as the user connects via various wireless networks,
encounters gaps in coverage, or suspends-and-resumes their devices to preserve
battery life. A conventional VPN can't survive such events because the network
tunnel is disrupted, causing applications to disconnect, time out, fail, or even the
computing device itself to crash.

For more information on VPN, refer to “6.6 Connecting to virtual private networks”.

10.1.6 More\Cellular networks

Data roaming

If you don’t need to transmit data on other operators’ mobile networks, disable Data
roaming to avoid incurring significant roaming charges.

Preferred network type

You can set your preferred network mode, such as GSM/WCDMA, LTE etc.

Access Point Names

You can select your preferred network with this menu.

Network carriers

You can select a network carrier.
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10.2 Device
10.2.1 Gestures

The following gestures can be used for quick operations:

* Double tap screen Switch the toggle to enable the function that allows you
to turn the screen on or off by a double tap.

Touch to set the brightness of the screen or enable the automatic brightness mode.
Wallpaper

You choose the wallpaper of your screen from Gallery, Photos, or Wallpapers.
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Sleep

Set your phone to enter the sleep mode after a specified period of time, such as 1

minute or 30 seconds.

Screen saver

Touch to set the screen saver mode.

Font size

Touch to set the size of the fonts displayed on your screen.

Display size

This function makes the items on your screen smaller or larger. Some apps may
change position.

When device is rotated

Set your phone to rotate the screen contents or stay in portrait view when the phone
is rotated.

10.2.3 App notifications

Permit or block notifications of specified apps
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10.2.4 Sound

* Sound Set volume for media, ringtone, notifications, and alarms.

* Headset mode Mark the checkbox to enable headset mode. Ringtones
will only be heard from the headset if it is plugged in.

e Do not disturb Touch to allow alarms, reminders, calls, etc. when Do not
disturb mode is enabled.

* Phone ringtone Touch to set your incoming call ringtone.

« Also vibrate for calls Switch the toggle to enable vibration for incoming calls.

 Default notification Touch to set the default sound for notifications.
ringtone

» Default alarm ringtone Touch to set the default sound for alarms.

* Power on ringtone Touch to disable the Power on ringtone.
* Power off ringtone Touch to disable the Power off ringtone.

10.2.5 Apps

Touch to view details about the applications installed on your phone, to manage their
data usage and force them to stop.

10.2.6 Storage

Use these settings to monitor the total and available space on your phone.

10.2.7 Battery

Touch any category in the battery management screen to view its power consumption.

You can adjust power use via the screen brightness or screen timeout settings in the
Display screen.
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10.2.8 Memory

Touch to view the total memory and the memory used by applications.

10.2.9 Users

This feature allows you to add another user account. When a friend need to use your
phone, switch to the guest account so that information in the main account cannot
be accessed.

10.3 Personal
10.3.1 Location

On

Touch the . switch to enable the use of information from Wi-Fi and mobile
networks to determine your approximate location, for use in Google Maps, when you
search, and so on. When you select this option, you're asked whether you consent to
share your location anonymously with Google’s location service.

Mode

Touch to select High accuracy, Battery saving or Device only mode.
 High accuracy: Use GPS, Wi-Fi and mobile network to determine location.

10.3.2 Security

View or deactivate trust agents.

Screen pinning

When this function is enabled, you can always keep a window in view by touching the
Overview button and then the pin icon. In this case, the user cannot go to any other
window or open any other app.

To stop pinning a window in view, long press both the Back and Overview keys
together, then entering your screen unlock password or drawing your unlock pattern.

Apps with usage access

Touch to display the apps which can track what apps you are using, and the using
frequency. You can switch the toggle to turn on/off the permission.

10.3.3 Language & input

Use the Language & input settings to select the language for the text on your phone
and for configuring the onscreen keyboard. You can also configure voice input
settings and the pointer speed.

Switch the toggle to enable the system to show suggested words.

Touch to open a list of the words you've added to the dictionary. Touch a word to edit
or delete it. Touch the add button (+) to add a word.

Touch to set the physical keyboard.
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Text-to-speech settings

 Preferred engine: Touch to choose a Preferred text-to-speech engine, touch the
settings icon c to show more choices for each engine.

» Speech rate: Touch to open a dialog where you can select how quickly you want
the synthesizer to speak.

 Pitch: Touch to set the pitch you want the synthesizer to speak.

* Listen to an example: Touch to play a brief sample of the speech synthesizer, using
your current settings.

Touch to open a dialog where you can change the pointer speed, touch OK to confirm.

10.3.4 Backup & reset

Back up my data

Touch the switch to back up your phone’s settings and other application data to
Google servers. If you replace your phone, the settings and data you've backed up
will be restored onto the new phone for the first time you sign in with your Google
account. If you mark this option, a wide variety of settings and data are backed up,
including your Wi-Fi passwords, bookmarks, a list of the applications you've installed,
the words you've added to the dictionary used by the onscreen keyboard, and most
of the settings that you configure in the Settings application. If you unmark this
option, you stop backing up your settings, and any existing backups are deleted from
Google servers.

Backup account

Touch to set your backup account.

Automatic restore

Touch the switch to restore your backed-up settings or other data when you reinstall
an application.

Network settings reset

Touch to reset all network settings.

DRM reset

Touch to delete all DRM licenses.
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Factory data reset

Erase all of your personal data from internal phone storage, including information
about your Google account, any other accounts, your system and application settings,
and any downloaded applications. Resetting the phone does not erase any system
software updates you've downloaded.

If you reset the phone in this way, you're prompted to re-enter the same kind of
information as when you first started Android.

When you are unable to power on your phone, there is another way to perform a
factory data reset by using hardware keys. Press the Volume up key and the Power

key at same time until the screen lights up.

10.4 System
10.4.1 Date & time
