3.1 Placing a call

Dial the desired number then press the —— key to place the call. The
number you entered can be saved to Contacts by selecting "Save". If you
make a mistake, you may short press Right softkey to delete the incorrect

digits one by one, or you may long press Right softkey to delete all.

For dual SIM model, dial the desired number and press the —— key and
then select & or [& in the pop up window. This will give you the option
to select either SIMI or SIM2 to place a call.

To hang up the call, press the =« key.
Making an emergency call

If your phone has network coverage, dial emergency number and press
the —— key to make an emergency call.

3.2  Calling your voicemail

works like an answering machine that you can consult at any time. To
access your voicemail, hold down the [ key.

To use your voicemail service from abroad, contact your
network operator before leaving.
