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2 Getting Started
2.1 InsertSIM card

To insert SIM card(s):

1. Switch off the mobile phone and remove the rear cover and
battery.

2. Insert the SIM card correctly in the card slot(s) (See figure
below).

3. Finally insert the battery and replace the rear cover of the
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mobile phone.
2.2 Insert Memory card

1. Power off the mobile phone, then remove the rear cover and
battery.

2. Insert the memory card into the slot.

3. Finally insert the battery and the rear cover of the mobile
phone.

Use only compatible memory cards approved by Micromax with
this device. Incompatible memory cards may damage the card or
the device and corrupt the data stored in the card.

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3 Placing and Receiving Calls

3.5 Using the Touch screen

You can use the touch screen in the folTouch to swap calls

Touch: Acts on items on the screen, such as application and

settings icons, to type letters and symbols using the onscreen
keyboard, or to press onscreen buttons.
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= Touch and hold: Touch and hold an item on the screen until an
action occurs.

= Drag: Touch and hold an item and move your finger on the
screen until you reach the target position.

= Swipe or slide: Quickly slide your finger across the surface of
the screen, (without dragging an item). For example, slide the
screen up or down to scroll a list.

= Double-tap: Tap quickly twice on a webpage, map, or other
screen to zoom. For example, double-tap a section of a
webpage in Browser to zoom that section to fit the width of
the screen. You can also double-tap to control the Camera
zoom, in Maps, and in other applications.

= Pinch: In some applications (Such as Maps, Browser, and
Gallery) you can zoom in and out by placing two fingers on the
screen at once and pinching them together (to zoom out) or
spreading them apart (to zoom in).

= Rotate the screen: On most screens, the orientation of the
screen changes as you rotate it.
