Charge the Battery
NOTICE

Your niivifone will not charge if it

has exceeded the maximum charging
temperature of 122°F (50°C). If the
niivifone is mounted in the windshield,
remove it from the mount and place it
somewhere out of direct sunlight.

Charge the battery for at least four
hours before using the niivifone for the
first time.

1. Insert the plug into the AC power
adapter, if necessary.

2. Plug the USB cable into the AC
adapter.

3. Connect the micro-USB end of the

USB cable to the connector on the
side of the device.

4. Plug the AC adapter into a power
outlet.

If you completely discharge the battery,
recharge it for at least 20 minutes
before turning on your niivifone.

9. Plug the other end of the vehicle
power cable into a power outlet in
your vehicle.

TIP: When you take your niivifone out
of the mounting cradle, your current
location is saved, making it easy to find
your parking spot.

Acquire GPS Satellite
Signals

Your niivifone must acquire GPS
(Global Positioning System) satellite
signals to navigate. The niivifone
automatically attempts to acquire
satellite signals.

To acquire satellite signals more
quickly, take your niivifone outside to
an area free from tall obstructions.

Update GPS Data Manually

You can also increase the speed of GPS
positioning by updating your GPS data
regularly.

A speed-limit icon may appear as you
travel on major roadways. This icon
displays the current speed limit of the
roadway.
